THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting at 10:00 A.M. on Thursday, February 13th, 1992 in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Dan Thiessen presided.
Present were Councillors: George St. Hilaire, Harold Dyck,
Glenn Curdt, Allan Dickson and Bill Martens.

Moved by George St. Hilaire, Seconded by W. E. Martens:
#15/92. Resolved that the minutes of the January 9, 1992 regular
meeting and the January 16 and January 29, 1992 special meetings
be now adopted as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Therefore Be Tt Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris
now requests that Manitoba Hydro install four additional yellow
street lights along River Road South with the exact placement
of the lights being in consultation with the U.V.D. of Rosenort
Committee and also that any costs relating to this installation
shall be the responsibility of the U.V.D. of Rosenort.

Mr. Ted Moffat of the Water Resources Branch met with Council to
discuss various drainage projects involving the R. M. of Morris.
Also present was Mr. Robert Hamblin, who is the land owner involvec
with a proposed drainage project for the northwest corner of
Section 33-4-1E.P.M. Mr. Hamblin indicated that the drain should
be constructed to follow the road allowance and thus eliminating
the existing drain which cuts through the corner of his field. He
indicated that he would agree to this rerouting of the drain and
would sign whatever agreements may be necessary to allow the
spreading of dirt on this field. Mr. Hamblin also indicated that
whatever additional land needed to construct this drain would not
be an issue that would affect the project.

Mr. Moffat indicated that to construct this drain around the corner
along the mile lines, that approximately 60 feet of land would be
needed on the North of Section 33-4-1E. and the Municipality would
also need approximately 35 feet on the East of Section 32-4-1E.
These land requirements are based on the drain being constructed
with 4 to 1 slopes on the side of the drain.

Council was somewhat receptive to the rerouting of the drain along
the mile lines along the East of Section 32-4-1F and the North of
Section 33-4-1E

Mr. Moffat also discussed with Council the profiles and drainage
project for the East of Section 36-6-1W. and the East of Section
34-6-1W. as well as the general drainage of that area.
