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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting at 9:00 A.M. on Thursday, March 26th, 1992 in the Council
Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Dan Thiessen presided.
Present were Councillors: George St., Hilaire, Harold Dyck,
Bill Martens, Allan Dickson, Glenn Curdt, Dick Zacharias.

The purpose of this special meeting was to continue with the
remainder of the agenda from the March 12, 1992 regular meeting
and to also hold a bedget meeting for our 1992 budget.

Moved by Harold Dyck, Seconded by W. E. Martens:
#71/92. Whereas Eden Mental Health Services wishes to establish
an addictions treatment centre in the former Elim Bible Institute
facilities;
And Whereas this region includes some of the most heavily populate
areas of rural Munitoba and both research and statistics indicate
that this area of southern Manitoba represents the same level of
need as other parts of the Province;
And Whereas a substantial nuwmber of people from this area are in
fact receiving treatment outside of the Province and outside of
this Country;
And Whereas this facility could represent an opportunity to treat
patients from the U.S. thereby beginning the reversal of the cross
border flow of resources in the health care field;
Therefore Be It Resolved that we urge the Department of Health and
the Manitoba Health Services Commission to endorse, support and
pay per diems at the proposed rate of $175.00 per day to all clien
who come to this facility for treatment by way of medical referral
or court order and by doing so support the services that will be
provided at this facility and assure its start-up.

Shoul
the Town of Morris and the R. M. of Morris join in the formation
of a Regional Library, the grant donations from the two municipalit
need not be the same or based on any special formula. She explainec
that the approval of the necessary By-laws and agreements will
likely take at least 6 months to complete. She asked that if the
does join the Regional Library, any Municipal grants would not be
matched by the Province for 1992. However, in order to operate at
all in 1992, that some funds would be needed and she asked that the
Municipality also allocate a 1992 grant.

Whereas the Rural Municipality of Morris has been properly
approached requesting that the R. M. of Morris join in the
formation of the Valley Regional Library in Morris;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris agree in principa
to the formation of a Regional Library with the Town of Morris alsc
participating in the Valley Regional Library;
And Further Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris agree to
contribute the amount of $1,600.00 for the year 1992 to the Valley
Regional Library.

#100/92. Resolved that the Secretary-Treasurer be authorized to
attend the annual Municipal Administrators Convention in Winnipeg
on April 26 to 29, 1992.

Moved by D. Zacharias, Seconded by Allan Dickson:
#101/92. Whereas the Morris Soil and Water Conservation Associatio
currently has use of the R. M. of Morris tractor and tree planter
for the planting of their shelterbelt program;
And Whereas they have requested the use of our tractor and operator
for the spreading of treflan along the shelterbelt sites;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of Morris
agrees to this request with the understanding that the Municipality
be reimbursed for the operators salary.

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Council then recessed for lunch at 11:35 A.M. and reconvened at
approximately 12:50 P.M.

Immediately after lunch, Council then reviewed the 1992 proposed
budget and discussed and proposed changes to the draft budget
proposal. Council reviewed all aspects of revenue, expenditures
and capital purchases for the 1992 year. a near final draft was
reached and Council is to review the final proposed budget at
our meeting in April, 1992 along with the projected mill rates
from this proposed final draft.
