The purpose of this special meeting is to review the quotations
for a new loader/backhoe and possibly purchase same. Also at this
meeting, other items will include a delegation from the Morris
Macdonald School Division, Drainage and Equipment Repairs.

At 9:00 A.M. Council opened the price quotations for a new loader/
backhoe and Council would then spend the next several hours
discussing the various aspects of each quotation. Council had
price quotations for the following backhoe/loaders: John Deere,
Caterpillar, Dynahoe, Ford and Case.

At 10:30 A.M., Dennis Lemay, Lionel Wiens and Lormne Bergstresser of
the Morris Macdonald School Division met with Council. They
reviewed with Council their 1992 budget and the impact which it had
on the 1992 levy requests.

Whereas the Rural Municipality of Morris has received
numerous quotations for a new Loader/Backhoe;
And Whereas Council has reviewed the quotation bids submitted;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the Rural Municipality
of Morris does now accept the bid from Case Power and Equipment for
a 1992 Case 590 Turbo in the amount of $47,126.00 plus taxes with
the R. M. of Morris trading in our John Deere 510B machine and
that this price includes Front Wheel Assist and a 5 year or 5000 hou
power train warranty, and the unit is to be equipped according to
the speciffication sheet submitted by the R. M. of Morris.

Whereas the Rural Municipality of Morris has been
informed to cover loads consisting of 2 inch down granular material
when loaded on the single axle 3 ton truck belonging to the R. M.
of Morris;
And Whereas it has come to our attention that the Department of
Highways does not have to cover similar loads on similar trucks;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris
requests an exemption for load covering, the same as applies to
the Manitoba Department of Highways.
