The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting at 9:00 A.M. on Thursday, September 10, 1992 in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Dan Thiessen presided.
Present were Councillors: George St. Hilaire, Dick Zacharias,
Bill Martems, Glenn Curdt, Allan Dickson, Harold Dyck.

Moved by George St. Hilaire, Seconded by Allan Dickson:
#241/92. Resolved that the minutes of hte August 13, 1992 regular
meeting and the August 20, 1992 special meeting be now adopted as
presented.

Mr. Larry Mann of the Carman Highways Department met with
Council to discuss the road a Riverside park that has been
declared a grant—in-aid road, which would provide a 50-50 cost
sharing of work on this road. Riverside residents have requested
that this road be hard surfaced (seal coat) the same as the
access road currently being hard surfaced to P.R. 205 from
Riverside. The Provincial Highways Dept. is planning to do

seal coating on the access road within the next few days and

this road to the park would have to be ready when the crew

ig doing the other road. Council has received a cost estimate

of approximately $22,000.00 to one coat hardsurface this road
from Nelson River Comstruction.

Also Present for this meeting was Kerry Eidse, Robert Eidse and
Elmer Friesen of Riverside. They very much supported the hard
surfacing of the road to Riverside Park and have raised $5,000.00
within the Riverside community to help pay for the construction
of this road.

This matter was discussed to some length by Council and some of th
concerns expressed by Council was the ongoing maintenance for the
hard surfaced road, the municipality has none of its roads hard-
surfaced.

Mr.Larry Mann also presented to Council that the Dept of Highways
is planning to reconstruct P.R. 332 on its existing route and that
it would eventually be hardsurfaced in future years if the project
goes according to schedule. He requested that Council give approve
to this project. Council had doscussion concerning the relocation
of P.R. 332 as discussions locally for many years were concerning
the relocation of this road to have a straight through connecting
road. Council also expressed their dismay at not being consulted
until the project was in the final stages of all aspects of
commencing work on this project. Mr. Mann requested that Council
give support to this reconstruction of P.R. 332 and that they do
so by a resolution.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:10 P.M. and reconvened at
approximately 1:45 P.M.

During the lunch break, Council met with a representative from
Erin Tractor to discuss the repairs and billings relating to our
John Deere 850 Crawler. There was considerable work done on the
machine, however, it was questioned as to whether the machine

is repaired or not and also what exactly is wrong with the machin
The Representative from Erin Tractor indicated that he would revi
the billings, however, he indicated that any adjustments to the
billings would not be very significant.
