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The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting at 9:00 A.M. on Tuesday, November 3rd, 1992 in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

The purpose of thsi special meeting is to consider the matter
of a drainage problem along the North of Section 32-6-1E.P.M.

Council then discussed the matter of the drainage problem along
the North of Section 32-6-1E.P.M. and as this drain is on the
boundary with the R. M. of Macdonald, the situation requires
their approval as well. The drain apparently required excavation
work along the % mile at the east end of this mile line. It was
discussed that the R. M. of Macdonald would make the arrangements
for obtaining a hi-hoe to dig out the ditch at the appropriate
locations to accomodate the proper flow of water. The R. M. of
Morris would then be responsible for the spreading of the dirt
that is removed from this ditch. This dirt spreading would
likely not be able to be done until late in 1993.

Drainage Moved by D. Zacharias, Seconded by George St. Hilaire:
N. 32-6-1E #299/92. Resolved that the R. M. of Morris agrees to have
drainage work conducted on the North of Section 32-6-1EPM with
the R. M. of Macdonald arranging for the excavation of the ditch
and that the R. M. of Morris would be responsible for the spreading
of the dirt at a later date.

Carried.

Council then held a lengthy discussion relating to the operation
of the waste disposal grounds at Lowe Farm and Sperling. For these
sites, matters of hiring a person to man the sites and the days
and hours of operation were also discussed. The items of dumping
fees, etc. was also discussed along with the recent by-law which
was passed for the Rosenort Nuisance Grounds site. The by-law

for the Rosenort Nuisance Grounds site was reviewed at some

length and it was felt by Council that the Joint Committee should
meet to further discuss this by-law and the conditions included

in the by-law.

This special meeting was adjourned at 11:00 A.M.
