Delete $20.00 per tandem and semi~trailer load
Add $15.00 per tandem load
Add $20.00 per semi-trailer load.

4. That No. 9 be added and to read as follows:

"Demolition debris fees are to be set by the Committee upon
request."

5. That No. 7(d) shall be amended to read as follows:
"Materials/equipment containing ozone depleting substances will
only be accepted when the substance has been removed by a
certified technician and labelled as safe. All certification
labels will be recorded by the disposal grounds personnel.”
