Mrs. Mary Swain of the Sperling Environmental Group met with
Council to discuss the matter of the recycling problems at Sperling
It was uncertain whether the Group would be able to maintain paymer
of the monthly hydro billings should power be connected. They woulc
use very little power and asked if it would be possible to connect
to the firehall and use the power from their. They have a Federal
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Grant and they must use up these funds through volunteer labour
or by way of expenses which may or may not be waived. She asked
that in order to use up these funds (on paper), that a rental
rate be charged for the land and building and that the rental
charge be waived.

She also discussed the problem of non-recyclable items being left
at the recycle depot and that this material must then be taken to
the landfill site. They did not feel it right that they should be
charged to bring this material to the landfill site and Council
agreed with this matter.

She indicated that they have been operating for approximately
three years and have collected 56,000 pounds of recyclable material
