Ms. Carla Render and David Pessagno of Kayway Industries (Kleyson

Transport) met with Council to discuss the use of their calcium
product on our municipal roads.They indicated that a load delivery
of calcium would be a minimum load of 16,000 litres and could be
as high as 26,000 litres. The cost of their calcium product is
approximately $1,100.00 per mile which they indicated was approx.
a 107 saving over their competitor. 16,000 litres would do about

2 miles of road doing a double pass. They have only started this

line of business in 1992 and are hoping to expand considerably in
1993.

Mr. Barry Prentice and Mr. Earl Recksiedler of the Dept. of Highwa:

met with Council to review construction project for P.T.H. 75 from
Morris to St. Jean. They indicated that the contract would be our
by the end of May, 1993. It was noted that the old highway 14 is
still the responsibility of the Department of Highways and that
the service road would be built on the East side of the C.N.R.
tracks. The boundary road between the R, M. of Morris and Montcalm
would be an access road and would be built to a level of 1 foot
above prairie level. Council felt that the drainage crossings alon
this access road should proper crossings but that as this was a
boundary road, the matter would have to be discussed with the R.M.
of Montcalm. Mr. Prentice indicated that the access onto P.T.H. 75
one mile south of Morris would be eliminated. Council then reviewe
all other aspects of the project with Mr. Prentice.

#15/93. Whereas the recent Federal Governmetn budget has reduced
the Western Grain Transportation Benefit by some 73 million dollar
And Whereas there is a proposal by the Federal Government to allow

And Whereas there is a further proposal by the Federal Government
to change the method of payment which in turn would cause a
deregulation in rail grain transportation;
And Whereas all of these changes will negatively affect the income
of Manitoba farmers, placing greater demands and responsibilities
on Provincial and Municipal treasuries;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris
strongly opposes these changes and this form of Federal Government
downloading.
