The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting at 10:00 A.M. on Thursday, April 8th, 1993 in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Dan Thiessen presided.
Council Members present were: George St. Hilaire, Darold Dyck,
Dick Zacharias, Glenn Curdt, Allan Dickson, Bill Martens.

Moved by George St. Hilaire, Seconded by Harold Dyck:
#65/93. Resolved that the minutes of the March 1lth, 1993
regular meeting and the March 19th, 1993 special meeting be now
adopted as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Moved by George St. Hilaire, Seconded by D. Zacharias:
#66/93. Resolved that a letter be writtenm to the Provincial
Government indicating our support that 257 of V.L.T. revenues
be returned to Rural Manitoba Municipalities through an
Unconditional per capita grant.

1993 budget for the Lower Red River Valley Water Commission.

At 11:00 A.M., Council held a public hearing for the purpose

of a debenture by-law for the street hard surfacing project in
Rosenort, Manitoba.

Council was presented with a letter of objection to this by-law
from Mr. Alvin Rempel.

Mr. Earl Braun, of the U.V.D. of Rosenort Committee, was present
for the hearing but did not speak to Council.

Moved by D. Zacharias, Seconded by Harold Dyck:
#68/93. Resolved that By-law No. 1436/93, being a by-law
authorizing the hard surfacing of certain roads in Rosenort as
a local improvement and the borrowing of monies for same, be now
given first reading in Council as a whole with Section 190(3) of
the Municipal Act being now suspended.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:05 P.M. and reconvened at
approximately 1:25 P.M.

And Further Be It Resolved that we purchase two pressure—demand
self-contained breathing apparatus units for the Rosenort Fire
Dept. with the total cost being approximately $5,100.00 which is
to be purchased from the Fire Equipment Reserve Fund and that
3 lengths of hard suction hose for the Lowe Farm Fire Dept. also
be purchased from the Fire Equipment Reserve Fund.

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Mr. Mel Groening met with Council to discuss the matter of his
request to commence proceedings for a Conditional Use to allow
for the operation of a 500 head of cattle livestock feedlot with
an ethanol recovery system involved in the project. Mr. Groening
indicated that he had viewed the operation in Alberta, however,
he would like to have all necessary approvals in place prior to
commencing any work or signing any contracts which may be
involved in his proposed project. He plans to have the manure in
a slurry storage facility and he indicated that financing in
tentatively in place. Mr. Groening requested that Council 1lift
the freeze on such Conditional Use applications and in doing so,
Council would allow him to make application for a Conditional Use
for the propose cattle feedlot operation.

A delegation of approximately 11 ratepayers of the Municipality
met with Council to discuss the matter of maintaining certain
gravel roads in the municipality. Mr. Rob Hamblin was the main
spokesman for the delegation. Their main concern is the road
Fast of Section 30 and 31-4-1E be maintained as a gravel road
and he made numerous points in support of maintaining this road.
Mr. Heinz Neuman stated that elevators are contracting grain and
they have to haul the grain when its required and not when weather
conditions are good. Hauling large loads on dirt roads is also
destructive to the roads. Mr. Sieg Neuman indicated to Council
that there are other areas that have roads where there are no
farm yards. Mr. Walter Mazinke said that this was an important
road for the area and that it must be gravelled and maintained.
Mr. Hamblin informed Council that this was a major travelled and
hauling road. In 36 sections of land there were only 2 access roads
out to Provincial Roads and this he believed was the main one
used.

Council informed the delegation that no decision had been made
regarding this particular road and that should Council decide to
withdraw the road from gravelling, they would be informed and
would again be able to make a further presentation to Council.

At this point, the delegation ended and Council resumed discussion
relating to the proposed road gravelling map and those roads which
were under discussion relating to the discontinuing the gravelling
of certain roads. Following this discussion, it was decided that

Council would consider finalizing certain aspects of the proposal.

The meeting was then adjourned at 5:45 P.M. with a special meeting
being set for April 22, 1993 to complete the remainder of the
agenda.
