The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting at 9:00 A.M. on Thrusday, May 13th, 1993 in the Council
Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Dan Thiessen presided.
Council Members present were: George St. Hilaire, Harold Dyck,
Glenn Curdt, Bill Martens, Dick Zacharias.

Moved by Harold Dyck, Seconded by George St. Hilaire:
#83/93. Resolved that the minutes of hte April 8th, 1993 regular
meeting and the April 22nd, 1993 special meeting be now adopted
as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Moved by D. Zacharias, Seconded by George St. Hilaire:

#84/93. Resolved that the Council of the Rural Municipality

of Morris hereby requests and authorizes Manitoba Hydro to make
the following changes to the street lighting system in Rosenort,
Manitoba and it is agreed that this resolution will constitute an
amendment pursuant ot paragraph number 8, to the street lighting
contract currently in force between Manitoba Hydro and the Rural
Municipality of Morris;

Install: 16 - 100 WHPS Exc.
13 - 100 WHPS Shared
9 - 150 WHPS Exc.
12 - 150 WHPS Shared

Delete: 16 - 175 WMV Exc.
13 - 175 WMV Shared
9 - 400 WMV Exc.
12 - 400 WMV  Shared

The Rural Municipality of Morris on behalf of the U.V.D. of
Rosenort, agrees to payment of the conversion cost of $65.00 per v
for each converted in the total amount of $3,477.50. The U.V.D. of
Rosenort shall pay the total amount by 24 equal payments of $145.5
These payments shall be due and payable concurrently with the
monthly street light billing supplied by Manitoba Hydro commencing
with the first billing period following completion of the street
lighting conversion.

Therefore Be It Resolved that we now request the C. N. Railway
to grant permission to the Rural Municipality of Morris to conduct
drainage work on the right-of-way.

#91/93. Resovled that we authorize the purchase of a pressure
washer unit for the Lowe Farm Water System at a cost of approximat.
$2,300.00.

Moved by George St. Hilaire, Seconded by Harold Dyck:
#92/93. Resolved that we now approve the list of accounts for
May 13th, 1993 in the amount of $206,208.90.

Mrs. Mary Swain, Mrs. Marion Baleja and Mrs. Gail Gehring of the
Sperling Bingo Club met with Council to discuss the recent break-ir
at the Sperling Arena and the theft of approximately $1,700.00.
The R. M. of Morris insurance policy did not provide coverage

for this type of loss and they questioned as to what type of
coverage exists for the arena and contents. They also asked if

it owuld be allowed if they were to have their own insurance
policy ocverage for their own furnishings and monies. Having their
own insurance policy would require that a safe be installed in the
arena and that this consent would have to come from the Sperling
Arena Board. They were informed that the Secretary-Treasurer would
provide them with some information as to insurance coverage at the
arena and would also contact our insurance broker to determine if
there is any concern relating to this group having its own
insurance coverage.

At 11:00 A.M. Council held a public hearing for the purpose of
hearing presentations concerning the Conditional Use application
by Mr. Mel Groening for a 500 cattle livestock feedlot operation
and an ethanol production facility. There were 15 people present
for this hearing.

Mr. Mel Groening spoke to Council and those present that he plans
to build a 500 cattle livestock and ethanol plant which would be
located in one building. He stated that silos would be constructed
for storage of alphafa or barley and he would have two large water
dugouts for the supply of water. Mr. Groening also stated that

a slurry storage system would be built for manure storage from

the livestock operation. The methane would be removed from the
manure and would be used to operate a generator which would
provide power for the building. The disposal of the manure would
be with a soil injection system. Mr. Groening indicated that 250
bushels of barley would produce approximately 500 gallons of ethano
daily.
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Mr. Terry Brown spoke to Council next relating to this Conditional
Use hearing. Mr. Brown is opposed to the method that the registere
letters were sent out notifying of the hearing. A greater distance
was used to send notices of the hearing (than is required) and

Mr. Brown objected to the notices in the extended area only going
to residence owners and not all property owners. He felt that if
the area was extended then it should have been sent to all landown
He informed Council that he is opposed to the entire proposal of
having a feedlot at the proposed location. He stated that the smel
from the manure would be constant and would greatly affect his home
as being outside or having the windows open in the house would no
longer be possible due to the smell. This would cause a devaluatio
of his yardsite property and the increased traffic on the road in
front of his property could be considered as a potential hazard.
He is opposed to this commercial operation being in agricultural
areas. This gasification plant is a commercial operation. The
drainage from Mr. Groenings property is onto his land which increa
the potential hazard to his land and the construction of this
facility would also take agricultural land out of production.

Mr. Brown quoted figures from a study done in Ontarioc as to the
size of operation needed to be considered viable. Mr. Brown also
questioned the amount of water to be used in the operation and
whether the proposed dugouts would be large enough., Mr. Brown

also stated that studies in Manitoba have indicated that the
Manitoba climate is not condusive to have enough heat to supply
enough constant methane for such an operation. He also stated
because of so little information being available on such an
operation, that a feasibility study should be done at the applican
expense prior to a decision being make on this application. He
indicated that this is not an agricultural operation with the
ethanol plant and should be located on commercial zoned land and
not on agricultural land.

Mr. Groening spoke that the proposed dugouts would hold 2.8 millios
gallons of water would be pumped into these dugouts from the ditch
which is in front of his yard and also from the ditch which is
one-half mile north of this yard.

Mr. Terry Brown again pointed out that the smell from the barn
in continuous because of the exhaust fans which would be on the
barn and that the smell from 500 cattle is far greater than from
500 hogs.

Mrs. Groening spoke that they had contacted property owners in the
Grunthal area and were informed that owners of non—feedlot propert;
did not have a great problem with odor from the area feedlots.

Mel Groening said that the methane gas is a large factor in the
carrying of the manure smell and if the methane is removed from
the manure, then the smell from the manure after the methane is
removed should be greatly reduced. He also stated that there is

a system of charcoal filter system which eliminates the odor from
the barn.

Prof. H. M. Lapp of Winnipeg then spoke to Council. He stated that
he did not want to comment on the charcoal filter system usefulness
but he did state that if the filter is not maintained properly
then it is not effective at all. He stated that methane gas itself
is odorless and workers have been killed or overcome by methane
gas. Methane gas is only one of the forms used to carry offensive
odors.

Reeve Thiessen then asked for further presentations or new material
to be presented to Council and as there were none, Reeve Thiessen
then adjourned the hearing.

The Council meeting was then adjourned at 12:05 P.M. and a special
meeting to continue with the agenda would be tentative for
May 27, 1993 at 9:00 A.M.
