The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular

meeting at 9:00 A.M. on Thursday, June 10th, 1993 in the Council
Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Dan Thiessen presided.
Council Members present were: George St. Hilaire, Dick Zacharias,
Glenn Curdt, Allan Dickson, Harold Dyck.

Moved by George St. Hilaire, Seconded by Harold Dyck;
#116/93. Resolved that the minutes of the May 13th, 1993 regular
meeting and the May 27th, 1993 special meeting be now adopted as
presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Moved by George St. Hilaire, Seconded by D. Zacharias:
#117/93. Resolved that we purchase a laser control unit and
accessories from Lewis Instruments Ltd. at a cost of $10,000.00
plus taxes with necessary initial repairs and also with one year
warranty.

#118/93. Whereas the Province of Manitoba has recently reduced
the provincial per capita grants in lieu of charges and payments
for policing;
And Whereas this method provides no accounting of the policing
costs to municipalities;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Government of Manitoba restore
the previous formula for hte claculation of the provincial per
capita grants;
And Be It Further Resolved that rural municipalities be billed
directly for policing costs so that a record and accounting of
police costs may be maintained.

At this time in the Council Meeting, Council disucssed a matter
which had been verbally presented to Council. The Lowe Farm

Co-0p is interested in purchasing property to construct a

chemical storage facility in Lowe Farm. The R. M. of Morris
currently is the owner of Lot 6, in Plan 693 and the Co~Op has
expressed an interest in purchasing part of this property. Council
discussed the situation and did express an interest in selling a
portion of the Municipal property to the Co-Op. There was some
question as to the size of property that they require, it would
require a subdivision and this cost would be the responsibility

of the Co-Op. There was also some uncertainty as to the distance
requirements from residential properties for such a facility. It
was decided that more information was required and that Councillor
Dyck is to attempt to obtain further material on this matter.

At 11:00 A.M. Council held a public hearing for the purpose of
hearing presentations concerning the Conditional Use application
by Dulaney Blatz for a 250 cattle livestock feedlot operation on
the SWy of Section 16-5-2WPM. Mr. Dulaney Blatz was present for
the hearing and explained his proposed operation. Council discusse
the application with Mr. Blatz which is to be a loose housing
operation and the cattle in corrals. The question of drainage

then was discussed. The property and the proposed operation front
onto the Bell Drain and there is also a field drain immediately
beside the proposed site which drains into the Bell Drain. Council
did not decide on the application and did feel that Council should
inspect the site to have a personal view of the proposed operation
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Council then recessed for lunch at 12:15 P.M. and reconvened
at approximatley 1:20 P.M.
