Mr. Sam Schellenberg of the Pembina Valley Water Co-Operative

met with Council to discuss the proposal of the P.V.W.C. to purcha
the water treatment plant at Letellier. The acquisition of this
water plant will allow for loan funding required for the future
presentations by the P.V.W.C. to the Clean Environment hearings.
Mr. Schellenberg gave Council a general overview of the current
status and future projection needs of the P.V.W.C. relative to the
Clean Environment hearings and the needs of information for these
hearings.

Mr. Dulaney Blatz met with Council to discuss his application for
Conditiona Use permit. Mr. Blatz has redesigned his site proposal
so that the livestock area will be immediately East of the existin
concrete pad. A new ditch would be built and would be 100 feet eas
of the corral area and the existing ditch through the proposed sit
will be closed. Mr. Blatz presented a sketch to Council as his

proposed feedlot site and he discussed this proposal with Council.

4. The existing ditch through the site is to be cloased.
