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Mr. Eldon Krebs of Erin Tractor met with Council to disucss his
proposal for the rental and possible sale of a 690 ELC excavator
to the R. M. of Morris. Mr. Krebs reviewed the rental structure
and how it would affect the purchase of the machine at a later
date. He indicated that they currently have one machine available
for rental. The ditching bucket for this machine should be
available in the week of August 16, 1993. Mr. Krebs also briefly
the aspects and made a proposal on trading in the backhoe/loader.

Ms. Ingrid Kristjanson of the Morris-Montcalm Weed District
discussed the proposal of spraying the drainge ditches. She
indicated that the drains would have to be empty and the grass
growing to get an effective kill of the grass and cattails. The
cattails must be in head to spray and early summer is normally the
best time. Spraying later in the year is not very effective.
Ingrid also discussed the matter of weed on private property. There
are a number of properties in the municipality that have had
complaints and she wished to discussed the situation and make
Council aware of same and what action the Weed District would be
taking concerning these complaints.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:15 P.M. and reconvened at
approximately 1:40 P.M.

Mr. Dave Derksen presented to Council a drainage problem which
affects Sections 20, 21, 28 & 29-5~1WPM and the water from this
area is to go into the Tobacco Drain. Mr. Derksen explained the dra
and noted how he felt the situation could be improved. Council
felt that information of ditch levels and water flows would be
required prior to any decision on this problem. Council informed
him that we would ahve levels taken along these drainge routes

and attempt to resolve a better method of draining this water.

Mr. Gil St. Hilaire of Powell met with Council to discuss the
rental of a hi-hoe machine. Powell Equipment does not currently
have a new machine for rental, however, their rate for a new
machine would be approxiamtely $6,000.00 per month. A used machine
can be rented at $6,500.00 per month.
