Resolved that all equipment operators, with the exceptio
of the backhoe, shall be authorized to work 11 hours per day for
days when the equipment is actively working.

Council then decided that some members of Council would meet with
the employees at 6:30 A.M. on October 6th, 1993 to discuss these
changes and where the equipment is to work in the next few days.

Council then discussed the allocation of equipment and what areas
and drains are in need of priority work. As there is only one mont
remaining of time to do construction, it was decided that one craw
would work on levelling out the dirt removed from the ditches by
the Hi-hoe. The Hi-hoe and other crawler would work at various loc
needing work.
