Prior to the end of the meeting, a lengthy discussion ensued
relating to the Red River Health District and the Regional
District proposal to the Provincial Government and their response.
The Provincial Government has refused the Triple R proposal with
their reasons being that there was no patronage across the Red
River and it was questionable whether the service could be
sustained in the future. The question before the Red River Health
District Board was whether to appeal this decision or not.
Councillor Dickson indicated that the Board generally felt that
they should appeal the decision. The matter was left at that
point with Council awaiting the results of the appeal.
