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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting at 9:00 A.M. on Wednesday, November 10th, 1993 in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Dan Thiessen presided.
Present were Councillors: George St. Hilaire, Harold Dyck, Bill
Martens, Allan Dickson, Glenn Curdt, Dick Zacharias.

Prior to the start of the meeting, all members of Council took
the necessary Declaration of Office and the Declaration of
Qualification of Member of Council.

Due to the matters before Council for this meeting, its was
decided that the Inaugural Meeting would be postponed until a
later date in the near future.

Council then discussed matters relating to the Hi-hoe heavy
machine. The municipality rented a Hi-hoe during the summer and
fall months and it is felt by Council to be a very useful machine
during the current wet situations. The decision before Council
was whether to investigate the possible purchase of such a machine
at this time. During the discussion, it was the general consensus
of Council that such a machine would indeed be of benefit to
the municipality during the immediate foreseeable future.

The Secretary-Treasurer informed Council that current commitments
upon the Machinery Replacement Reserve Fund would deplete the
account. The buy-out agreement for the two John Deere graders
in January, 1994 and the upgrading of the Caterpillar grader
and crawler would leave very little in the account and the planned
purchase of a new crewcab truck would likely leave the account
in a deficit position. However, contact has been made with
Municipal Affairs and because of our strong financial position
it was felt that withdrawal could be made from the General Reserve
Fund without repayment.

Council was also made aware and discussed aspects of having such
a machine and the impact on the yearly operating expenses,
ie. additional manpower, fuel, repairs, insurance, etc..
Following a lengthy discussion on the situation, it was felt
by Council that they would attempt to purchase a Hi-hoe machine.

At this point in the meeting, Reeve Dan Thiessen excused himself
from the meeting stating that he would return later in the

meeting. Deputy-Reeve George St. Hilaire then took over chairing
the meeting.

Moved by Allan Dickson, Seconded by Glenn Curdt:

#262/93. Resolved that the minutes of the October 14, 1993 regular

meeting and the October 21, 1993 and November 2, 1993 special

meetings be now adopted as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.
Carried.

Moved by Allan Dickson, Seconded by Glenn Curdt:
#263/93. Resolved that members of Council be authorized to attend
the Morris Soil and Water Assoc. meeting on November 12, 1993
at the Town of Morris office.

Carried.

Mr. Gil St. Hilaire, of Powell Equipment, met with Council to
discuss the possible purchase of equipment. Mr. St. Hilaire
presented Council with a proposal to upgrade the 140G grader
and D6H crawler to new machines. Upon review of the proposal,
it was noted that the municipality's net purchase cost was twice
the amount of last year. This fact was noted to Mr. St. Hilaire.
Mr. St. Hilaire then presented Council with a proposal to purchase
a new 320 excavator with approx. 700 hours on the machine. The
cost would be $140,000.00 with a rental of $3,000.00/month for
12 months with the rental being credited to the initial cost.
This machine would have a 60" smooth bucket and an additional
48" digging bucket would cost $4,000.00. Mr. St. Hilaire was
informed that we would consider his proposals and advise him
of our decision on the matter.
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Council then recessed for Ilunch at 12:05 P.M. and reconvened
at approximately 1:20 P.M.

Reeve Dan Thiessen then continued with the remainder of the
meeting.

Mr. Walter Ziegler and Mr. Jack Siemens met with Council to
discuss a proposed subdivision in the SE{ of Section 31-5-1FPM.
Mr. Ziegler stated that he wished to separate the barn from the
remainder of the yard and that Mr. Siemens would be purchasing
the yardsite area. They presented Council with & new proposal
and Council indicated that they saw no problem with the proposal
however, they still had to proceed with a formal subdivision
application and that the 5 acre area being subdivided out would
have to be amalgamated into Mr. Siemens adjacent property.

Mr. Ernie Siemens and Mr. Mark Milne then met with Council to
discuss a hog barn which Mr. Siemens proposes to build on the
NW} of Section 14-5-2EPM. Mr. Siemens proposed barn would be
a 600 sow farrow to weenling operation and he was informed that
he would require a conditional use permit for this barn. This
proposed site has no access to a gravel road and this was a
concern expressed by Council. Mr. Siemens indicated that his
desire was to have a gravel road south to PTH 23. This roadway
is currently a dirt road and would have to be rebuilt in places.
Council also proposed an alternate route of travelling north
one mile and then across to P.R. 246. There was a good deal of
discussion on the matter of gravelling the road, which ever route
is accepted, and who would be responsible for gravelling the
road and what sharing formula. The matter was left unresolved
however, both sides were able to express their views and concerns
on the proposal.

Mr. Eldon Krebbs of Erin Tractor met with Council to review his
proposal on the sale of a Hi-hoe machine. He indicated that the
machine in question is the one currently being rented by the
Municipality and as the machine 1is now, the cost would be
$128,460.00 with the rental payments being credited to the cost.
There were different proposals rental periods with the buy-out
figure being dependant on the length of rental time. The best
proposal seemed to be the 9 month rental (interest free) with
the buy-out after that time on May 15, 1994 in the amount of
$90,660.00.

Mr. Krebbs was excused from the meeting which Council discussed
the proposal. Council agreed to make an offer on the machine
and when Mr. Krebbs returned, Council offered a May 15, 1994
buy~out of 88,000.00 with a 72" ditching bucket being supplied
as soon as possible. Mr. Krebbs indicated that he had to contact
the company owners to discuss the matter and that he would not
be able to respond to Council until Friday morning.

Moved by Harold Dyck, Seconded by George St. Hilaire:

#264/93. Whereas Gary Lewis has made application to subdivide
part of the NW{ of Section 27-5-1WPM under Planning File No.
4152-93-3399;

And Whereas this subdivision is proposed to create an additional
5.8 parcels;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris

hereby approves this subdivision subject to the following
conditions:

1. That any additional driveways required shall be at the
expense of the owner.
2. That a variation order be obtained for the 5.8 acre parcel

and also the 20.13 acre residual parcel.

Moved by Harold Dyck, Seconded by George St. Hilaire:
#265/93. Resolved that we now approve the list of accounts for
November 10th, 1993 in the amount of $350,604.27.

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Moved by D. Zacharias, Seconded by George St. Hilaire:

#266/93. Resolved that By-law No. 1444/93, being a by-law naming
a street in Rosenort to be called "Rose Lane", be now read a
first time.

Carried.

Moved by Glenn Curdt, Seconded by Allan Dickson:
#267/93., Whereas By-law No. 1444/93 has been given first readingi
Therefore Be It Resolved that By-law No. 1444/93 be now given
second and third readings and finally passed in Council as a
whole with the requirements of Section 190(2) and 190(3) of the
Municipal Act being now suspended.

Carried.

Moved by Harold Dyck, Seconded by George St. Hilaire;

#268/93. Resolved that Mrs. Shannon Hesford be engaged as a
Municipal Office employee commencing September 7, 1993 at a salary
of $624.00 semi-monthly.

Carried.

Moved by George St. Hilaire, Seconded by Harold Dyck:
#269/93. Resolved that the Financial Statement for the month

of October, 1993 be now approved as presented by the Secretary-
Treasurer.

Carried.

At this point in the meeting Council discussed the proposal from
Mr. Gil St. Hilaire for the upgrading of our Caterpillar grader

and crawler. Council decided to make a counter proposal on the
offer.

Mr. Gil St. Hilaire was then invited back into the meeting and
was told that Council would offer one-half of the net municipal
cost as what we would pay for the upgrading of the machinery.

Mr. St. Hilaire was to later inform Council that he would not
be able to discuss the matter with his superiors until Monday
and that he would respond to our offer at that time.

Moved by W. E. Martens, Seconded by Glenn Curdt:

#270/93. Resolved that we request a cost sharing formula from
the Water Resources Branch for the Moyer Drain based on the
drainage areas of the drain.

Moved by W. E. Martens, Seconded by D. Zacharias:
#271/93. Resolved that an 18" culvert of appropriate length
be installed through the road between Section 28-4-1E and Section
33-4-1F.

Carried.

Moved by D. Zacharias, Seconded by George St. Hilaire:
#272/93.  Resolved that we install 2 - 24" culverts on the
driveways between River Road South and the Morris River South

of Section 6-6-1EPM with the U.V.D. of Rosenort paying for one
culvert.

Moved by D. Zacharias, Seconded by Glenn Curdt:

#273/93. Resolved that we purchase 2 loads of stone to be put

on the bank of the Morris River on the North of Sec. 31-5-1E.
Carried.

Moved by Allan Dickson, Seconded by George St. Hilaire:

#274/93. Resolved that we install a 36" x 46' culvert on the
NE of Section 24-5-1EPM.

Carried.
