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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting at 10:00 A.M. on Thursday, December 9th, 1993 in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Dan Thiessen presided.

Present were Councillors: George St. Hilaire, Aallan Dickson,
Dick Zacharias, Bill Martens, Glenn Curdt.

Moved by Allan Dickson, Seconded by W. E. Martens:

#314/93. Resolved that the minutes of the November 10, 1993

regular meeting and the November 18, 1993 Board of Revision and

November 26, 1993 Inaugural Meeting and December 2, 1993 special

meeting be now adopted as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.
Carried.

Mr. Victor Loewen representing a Rosenort Committee set up to
promote and establish a new arena at Rosenort, Manitoba. He
indicated that this committee has done fundraising in the area
and have also held public meetings relating to the proposed arena
construction. They have investigated various avenues of revenue
and there access to Provincial Government funds through the
Municipality. The Committee has chosen a site for this new arena
behind the Rosenort High School.

Their proposal is that the arena would be built in three stages
over a period of possibly three years.

It was discussed with Mr. Loewen the aspects of a debenture issue
for this proposed arena, the area that would pay this debenture,
different rates for different areas, the funding and financial
situation involving such an undertaking. The proposed arena would
have artificial ice.

Mr. Loewen asked that Council's concerns be addressed to Kerry
Eidse who is chairing this Committee.

Sandra Harder, Byron and Laurie Edel, R. Walters and Mel Edel
met with Council to discuss their concern with a water course
through and around Section 22-4-1EPM. Mr. Walters indicated that
a drainage problem has existed in that area for a very long time
and little has been done to eliminate the problem. Sandra Harder
stated that in 1989 Richard Vermette purchased the NW} of this
section. She reviewed for Council the history of water drainage
patterns in this area. Mr. Vermette has put up a dyke at the
west end of Section 22 which will prohibit the water from entering
the natural course of the water drainage. Their request is that
they want the dyke (plug) removed and allow the water to take
its natural course. This water course across Section 22 is the
natural course for the water and it should remain open. Byron
Edel indic. o« that he has lost considerable crop due to this
drain not being open to properly take the water.

Council indicated that they would look into what the legal rights
are concerning this situation and would be better able to respond
to their request once the entire matter has been further
investigated.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:15 P.M. and reconvened
at approximately 1:15 P.M.

Moved by D. Zacharias, Seconded by Glenn Curdt:

#315/93. Whereas it is now evident that an indepth study of
the Assiniboine River Basin must be taken and that a detailed
management plan be developed for the Assiniboine River which
would among other things regulate allocations;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Pembina Valley Water Cooperative
facilitate this requirement by amending its proposal before the
Clean Environment Commission by restricting its request for an
environmental licence and water rights licences to the Red River
and the Stephenfield Reservoir and Boyne River to allow it to
meet the regions urgent short-term (20 year) reguirements for
potable water.

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Moved by Allan Dickson, Seconded by W. E. Martens:
#316/93. Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris hereby
authorizes our representative delegate to the Pembina Valley
Water Co-op , to approve amendments to the Pembina Valley Water
Cooperative proposal.

Moved by Glenn Curdt, Seconded by Allan Dickson:
#317/93. Whereas in 1992 Manitoba Municipalities strongly
supported a percentage of the profits from Video Lottery Terminals
being allocated to municipal governments;
And Whereas the Provincial Government allocated only 10 per cent
of the profits from V.L.T.'s to municipalities for 1993, excepting
the City of Winnipeg;
And Whereas municipalities in the Province of Manitoba have
suffered cutbacks in provincial grants and cost-sharing programs
which result in a heavier tax burden being shifted onto property
taxpayers;
And Whereas many municipalities have received little benefit
from the Rural Economic Development Initiative program which
is funded by V.L.T. revenue;
And Whereas V.L.T.'s may create social economic situations which
may be a financial burden to municipalities;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Province of Manitoba directly
grant 25 per cent of net profits from V.L.T.'s to municipal
governments in 1994.

Council then held a public hearing for the Conditional Use
application of Mr. Rod Wall at 1:30 P.M. There was no one present
for the hearing.

Moved by W. E. Martens, Seconded by Glenn Curdt:
#318/93. Whereas Rodney Wall has made application for a
conditional use permit to allow for the expansion of his operation
from 200 hogs to a 400 hog livestock feeder operation located
in the East 880 feet of the West 1760 feet of the SW} of Section
26-4-2WPM;
And Whereas the public hearing for this application was held
on December 9th, 1993;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the Rural
Municipality of Morris hereby approves this Conditional Use
Application No. 6/93.

#319/93. Resolved that we authorize the engaging of the firm
of Wilson and Neal to conduct the required survey work for the
registration of the Rosenort Lagoon property expansion and that
this survey work shall cost approximately $1,900.00.

Therefore Be It Resolved that we request approval from the
Minister of Rural Development to withdraw the amount of $36,067.87
from our Machinery Replacement Reserve Fund for the purchase
of the above mentioned equipment.

Council then held a hearing for the Conditional Use application
of Mr. Ernie Siemens at 2:20 P.M. Present for this hearing was
Ernie Siemens, Mark Milne, Rolph Penner, Jeff Friesen.

Mr. Siemens explained that his application was to construction
a 600 sow barn for a farrow to weanling operation. Mr. Milne
explained that the lagoon was designed to prairie level and that
it would have a 5 foot high dyke around it and that the lagoon
would be gravity flow system. It was indicated that there would
be trees planted around the lagoon and the entire site to help
reduce the wind factors and the smell carrying.

Mr. Friesen and Mr. Penner questioned the smell from this
operation and expressed that as their main concern regarding
this proposed barn.

Reeve Thiessen mentioned recent concerns and abuse by some of
the larger barns in recent months. This matter involved the
pumping of the lagoon late in the year when the ground was frozen
and the management leaving dead animals unattended to.
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Con't.

Mr. Milne explained that the barn will have a freezer and cool
room for the dead animals. He also mentioned that a residence
was to be located at the site north of the barn.

of a 600 sow farrow to weanling livestock hog operation in the

S% of the NW} of Section 14-5-2EPM;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the Rural

Municipality of Morris hereby approves this Conditional Use

Application No. 7/93 subject to the following conditions:

1. That additional driveways be at the owners expense.

2. The proposal shall follow the livestock management guidelines
of the R. M. of Morris.

3. The discharge from the sewage lagoon of the hog operation
can only be done during the period from May lst to Oct. 3lst
(or before the ground is frozen) of any year.

4. The lagoon is to have a 400 day storage capacity.

5. That the situation of a gravelled municipal road to the
property is to be negotiated at a later date.

Mr. Jim Clubb met with Council concerning the matter of the drain
through Section 22-4-1EPM. Mr. Clubb gave his views on the history
of the drainage in that area. He indicated that it was unknown
to him if the drain had ever been referred to by name. He stated
that he is concerned over the action being taken by the

neighboring farmer by dyking the natural water course across
Section 22-4-1EPM.
