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The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Thursday, October 13, 1994 in the Council Chambers
of the Rural Municipality of Morris.

Reeve Dan Thiessen presided.
Council Members present were: George St. Hilaire, Dick Zacharias,
Glenn Curdt, Harold Dyck, Bill Martens, Allan Dickson.

Minutes Moved by Allan Dickson, Seconded by W. E. Martens:
#210/94. Resolved that the minutes of the September 8, 1994
reqular meeting and the September 22, 1994 special meeting be
now adopted as presented.

Carried.
E.M.O. Moved by W. E. Martens, Seconded by Allan Dickson:
Seminar #211/94. Resolved that one member of Council be authorized

to attend the E.M.O. Seminar in Portage la Prairie on
October 25 to 27, 1994.
Carried.

G.S.T. Moved by W. E. Martens, Seconded by Glenn Curdt:

Reform #212/94. Wwhereas the Federation of Canadian Municipalities
negotiated an agreement with the Federal Government in 1990
which embodied the principle that Municipal Governments would
pay no more under the G.S.T. than they did under the existing
Federal Sales Tax;

And Whereas the aforementioned agreement provided that in order
to protect services to homeowners, Municipal Governments would
pay a lower rate of 3 percent on the purchase of most goods
and services intended for Municipal use;

And Whereas the House of Commons Finance Committee's June 21,
1994 report now recommends the elimination of the Municipal
rebate along with other measures, to produce a lower rate of
5.3 percent for the proposed National Value Added Tax (VAT);
And Whereas this recommendation, if adopted by the Federal
Government , would see the elimination of $800 million per year
in G.S.T. rebates to Municipalities across Canada and the erosion
of the capacity of Municipal Governments to provide services;
Now Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the Rural
Municipality of Morris goes on record as opposing the

June 21, 1994 recommendation of the House of Commons Finance
Committee to eliminate the G.S.T. rebate for Municipal
Governments and urges the Federal Government to reject said
recommendation and to make the commitment that no greater tax
burden will be off-loaded onto Municipal Governments through
G.S.T. reform.

Carried.

Inter-Mun Moved by George St. Hilaire, Seconded by Harold Dyck:
Drain #213/94. Resolved that the R. M. of Morris agree to cost share
Macdonald in the construction of a drain along the North of Section
31, 32 and 33-6-2EPM and North of River Lot 527 in the R. M.
of Macdonald;
And Further Be It Resolved that the R, M. of Morris share be
at 25% for this drain project with this being subject to a long
term maintenance agreement being approved.
Carried.

Delegation Mr. Andy Anderson then met with Council to discuss his proposed
subdivision in the NE} of Section 35-4-1WPM. His proposed
subdivision is to take the yardsite and 40 acres from the quarter
section. He indicated that he now operated an 800 feeder pig
barn which has a manure pit operation. He plans to sell the
yardsite and barn with 40 acres of land and retain the remaining
100 acres of cultivated land.

There was some general discussion on the subdivision and hog
operation. Mr. Anderson requested Councils approval to this
subdivision application.
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Council then recessed for lunch at 12:05 P.M. and reconvened
at approximately 1:30 P.M.

Council was informed that Conditional Use No. 8/94 applied for
by Cam Bartel had been withdrawn by Mr. Bartel. There was a
letter of objection to the hog barn application and Mr. Bartel
indicated to the Secretary-Treasurer over the telephone that
he did not wish to proceed further with the Conditional Use
application. Therefore, the hearing was not held on the matter
and the objectors will be notified of the withdrawal of the
application.

Council then met with Mr. Roger leuzinger of the Water Resources
Branch and Mr. John Bartley and Mr. Harold Harder of the R.

M. of Roland. This meeting was arranged to discuss the Moyer
Drain and the fact that water from the R. M. of Roland is
contributing into the Moyer Drain.

Mr. Leuzinger indicated that water would be able to be diverted
into the Shannon Drain. The Moyer Drain has a drain area of

about 20 sq. mi. with approximately 5 sq. mi. being from the

R. M. of Roland. Mr. John Bartley stated that the R. M. of Roland
had not considered diverting the water north into the Shannon
Drain and were not interested in entering into a cost sharing
arrangement,

There were large culverts into the Kronsgart Drain at the
boundary, however, the Kronsgart Drain was questionable as to
the amount of additional water it could handle.

At the end of the meeting Mr. Bartley indicated that the previous
drainage agreements had been decided in Court by a judge and

he felt that his Council would not be interested in a mutually
agreed drainage agreement.

Mr. Orville Famulner met with Council to discuss a drainage
problem which affects his farm., The Roberts Drain which travels
through Section 32-6-2EPM is not taking the water properly and
water is backing up along the south of the Section and creating
water problems at his grain bins and buildings. During the last
3" rain, the water took 5-6 days to get off the land.

There was considerable discussion on the Roberts Drain in general
and the problem and drainage of the area in general.

Mr. Famulner stated that he felt that a plug on the east side
of the drain on the south mile line with a culvert and trap
would solve problem. It was questioned whether this would solve
his problem or not and whether it would cause other problems.
It was decided that the Drainage Committee would look at the
situation.

Council then held a very lengthy discussion on the amount of
drainage work that has been done this year and where it has

been done as well as what at the priority needs for drainage
work for the remainder of the season. The allocation of equipment
and the use of the equipment was also greatly discussed.

Councillor Dick Zacharias excused himself from the remainder
of the meeting at 3:45 P.M.

The floor was then opened to a public hearing for the authorizing
of a local improvement and borrowing for the purpose of street
paving in Rosenort. There was no one present for the hearing

and no letters or petitions were introduced for this hearing.

#216/94. Resolved that By-law No. 1458/94, being a by-law
authorizing a local improvement and borrowing for the purpose
of street paving in Rosenort, be now read a first time in Council
as a whole.

Carried.

Moved by Allan Dickson, Seconded by Glenn Curdt:
#217/94. Resolved that we agree to sell one set of cabinets
(shelves and counter) to Mr. Bill Martens for $75.00 and one
set to the Morris Montcalm Weed District also for a price of
$75.00.

Carried.

Moved by Allan Dickson, Seconded by W. E. Martens:
#218/94. Resolved that we request the Water Resources Branch
to provide information for culvert inverts for the following
locations: NW corner of Section 17-5-1E

NW corner of Section 18-5-1E

NW corner of Section 13-5-1W

NW corner of Section 14-5-1W

During the course of the meeting, it was explained to Council
that a sewage lagoon was being constructed at Brunkild and the
effluent from the lagoon would be discharging into the Morris
River. They had asked Enviromment for discharge date of June
15th and October 15th. In discussing the situation with Art
Friesen, it was felt that June 15 would not interfere with
filling the water reservoir in the spring, however, the date
of October 15 was in definite conflict with our fall dates of
filling the reservoir. It was noted to Environment and the

R. M. of Macdonald the problem with October 15 and that
November 1st would likely not interfere with our water pumping
in the fall. Their engineer was to check with Water Resources
for permission to have a November 1st discharge and on this
date, we received a fax indicating that Water Resources had
given verbal approval to this request. With a November 1st lagoon
discharge date for Brunkild, the Municipal Council had no
concerns on this matter with the local committee having no
further concerns expressed.

The meeting was adjourned at 5:20 P.M. with Council agreeing
to meet again on Wednesday, October 19, 1994 at 9:00 AM. at
the Lowe Farm Community Centre to continue the remainder of
the agenda.
