The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting on Wednesday, October 19, 1994 at 9:00 A.M. in the Lowe
Farm Community Centre.

The purpose of the meeting was to meet with Mr. Bruce MacLean
to discuss progress of implementing our new Development Plan

and Planning Statement. This meeting was to also continue with
the remainder of the agenda from the October 13, 1994 meeting.
