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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular meeting on
Thursday, November 10th, 1994 at 10:00 A.M. in the Lowe Farm
Recreation Centre.

Reeve Dan Thiessen presided.
Present were Councillors: George St. Hilaire, Allan Dickson,
Harold Dyck, Glenn Curdt.

At the start of the meeting, Council met with Mr. Mike Cox of
Erin Tractor. Mr. Cox was proposing that the R. M. of Morris
purchase a 1994 John Deere Motor Grader with the Champion Grader
being offered in trade. Mr. Cox explained the aspects of the
John Deere Grader and made Council a financial proposal to trade
the Champion.

Mr. Cox left the meeting for a time and Council discussed the
entire situation. Council discussed whether they wanted to trade
at this time, when they should trade, the financial implications
of such a trade and also the fact that we did not initiate
discussions on such a trade. The machine was apparently being
offered to the R. M. of Louise and Council felt that if they
did not purchase the machine then the matter would be discussed
further.

When Mr. Cox returned to the meeting, he was informed that the
R. M. of Morris was not interested at this time.

Moved by Allan Dickson, Seconded by Harold Dyck:

#253/94. Resolved that the minutes of the October 13, 1994

regular meeting and the October 19, November 3 and the

November 9, 1994 special meetings be now adopted as presented.
Carried.

Moved by Allan Dickson, Seconded by Glenn Curdt:

#254/94. Whereas Sections 1 to 5, in Township 4 and Range 2WPM
and Section 2 to 6, in Township 4 and Range 2WPM are in the
process of being transferred from the Altona Hospital District
to the Red River Valley Health District;

And Whereas the population of these lands being transferred

are to have the same level of service previocusly provided;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the Rural
Municipality of Morris request that the population of these
land areas have similar services as is granted other areas of
the Red River Valley Health District which would included such
services as Continuing Care, Home Care, Public Health and Medical
Laboratory Services.

Carried.

Moved by Glenn Curdt, Seconded by George St. Hilaire:
#255/94. Whereas the Carman Memorial Hospital has recently
informed the R. M. of Morris of an operating deficit for the
year 1991/92 in the amount of $45,620.21;
And Whereas the R. M. of Morris share of this deficit is
$1,935.69;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris will include
this deficit in our 1995 budget.

Carried.

At this point in the meeting, a petition was presented to Council
with 136 signatures stated to be from Ward 3. The request of

the petition was that the R. M. of Morris alter ward boundaries
to comply with Section 41 of the Municipal Act. Council held

a brief discussion on the matter.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:10 P.M. and reconvened
at approximately 1:30 P.M.
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| Ward Council then discussed at considerable length the reasons and

" Populations implications of the petition. It was decided that to properly
respond to the petition, a census would have to be taken for
the entire Municipality to provide proper evaluations of ward
populations and what changes are required. According to Section
41(4) of the Municipal Act, ward populations are to be equal,
however variations are allowed with the maximum variance being
not more than 25% greater or lesser than the average. Council
was also informed that a new draft Municipal Act was to be
released by the end of November.
Council decided that the Minister of Rural Development is to
be notified of this petition and arrangements would be put into
place to commence proceedings to enumerate the municipality.

Drain 111 Moved by Glenn Curdt, Seconded by Harold Dyck:
#256/94. Resolved that we request the Water Resources Branch
to conduct a survey along Drain 111 for the purpose of resolving
a problem along this drain by providing design for this drain
for the length of this drain in the R. M. of Morris;
And further Be It Resolved that we request a copy of the Water
Rights license for the dam structure located on the Little Morris
River near the end of Drain 111.

Carried.

Delegation Mr. Glenn Ritchie and Mr. Tarras Jaremy met with Council to
discuss concerns relating to the nuisance grounds in Lowe Farm
and Sperling. Mr. Ritchie questioned Council on what was being
done regarding recycling of products that affect these nuisance
grounds (tires, paper, etc.). He also stated that matters stated
in the permits for the operation of the nuisance grounds were
not being met. The garbage at the Lowe Farm and Sperling Sites
are not being properly covered and also the Sperling Site
requires a dyke along the east side to prevent spillage into
the drainage ditch. They indicated that a quick fix was not
the answer, but a long range plan was needed.

Council indicated that the Municipality need time to use up
the existing active areas and set up a more property dumping
area. The recent engineering study would be seriously studied
during the development of a new active area.

They indicated that concerns relating to the Rosenort Nuisance
Grounds would be discussed with the Landfill Committee.

#257/94. Resolved that we commence proceedings to conduct an
enumeration of the R. M. of Morris relative to the petition
received regarding ward populations distributions.
