Mr. Gil St. Hilaire of Powell Equipment met with Council to
discuss the machine warranty on our D6 Crawler and 140G grader.
He stated that for the grader, an additional one year warranty
would cost $1,481.00 while an added 4 year warranty would cost
$4,938.00. With the crawler, an added one year warranty would
have a cost of $1,285.00 and an additional 4 year warranty would
be $4,283.00. As the year anniversary is nearly up, we are
required to provide a decision very soon as to whether we wish
to purchase an extension to the existing warranty.

For possible use in the Rosenort Landfill Site, he has a 943
track machine which is a 1989 model with an angle blade and
bucket and hydraulic winch (2300 hrs) with a price of
$100,000.00. He also has a 953 machine (1989) with 6400 hrs.
at a cost of $110,000.00. Lease to purchase arrangements could
also be available at an interest rate of approx. 10%.
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Council then held a Conditional Use hearing for Mr. Melvin
Penners application to expand his hog operation to a 65 sow
farrow to finish. Mr. Mark Hiebert and Mr. Eldrid Friesen were
present representing Mr. Penner. Mr. Earl Braun was also present
representing the U.V.D. of Rosenort. Mr. Earl Braun spoke that
because the proposed site of the expanded operation was close

to the U.V.D. residential area, they could not support this
conditional use request. With expansion of the U.V.D. residential
area likely towards the South East, it would come closer and
closer to this hog operation.

It was explained that the existing operation was close to one
mile away and with the operation having a manure pit storage
system, the odor concerns would be minimized as much as possible.
Mr. Hiebert spoke that their plans were to keep the existing
barn and pit operation and build onto the old barn and include

a new pit for the new barn expansion. He indicated that the

new operation should have a manure storage of 6 month to 1 year
capacity.
