Additional extra options would be the tilt bucket at $13,099.00
installed and factory air conditioning at $7,081.00 installed.
The new machine list price is $207,000.00 which the used machine
is listed at $135,000.00. With the trade of our 850 John Deere
Crawler, Dozer and Scraper the net difference would be
$114,552.00 plus options on the new unit and $86,180.00 with
the options included ($66,000.00 with no options).

Mr. Gil St. Hilaire of Powell Equipment informed Council of

the 1994 320L Caterpillar excavator which he has for sale. Air
conditioning is included in the price of the machine stated

in his letter. Our 850 John Deere Crawler, Dozer and Scraper
as trade would be allowed the amount of $90,950.00 for the trade.
If purchased, the invoice for this purchase could be done after
January 1, 1996. The tilt mechanism would have to be installed
after the season.

A straight rental of a machine would be $6,500.00 per month

at 200 hours.
