The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its Board
of Revision on Thursday, November 16, 1995 at 10:00 A.M. in
the Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Deputy-Reeve Ralph Groening chaired the meeting.
Present were Councillors: Art Friesen, Arthur Dueck, Louis Palud.

These members of Council had previously been appointed as the
Board of Revision for the R. M. of Morris for this meeting.

Prior to the start of the Board of Revision, Mr. Herman Hiebert
and Mr. Lloyd Funk of the Municipal Assessment Branch were sworn
in or affirmed. The following persons were also affirmed prior
to their making presentations to the Board: Mary Martens and
Henry R. Friesen.

The Board then heard the presentations from the Assessor and
from Mrs. Martens regarding her appeal of her trailer assessment
of the 1995 Added Assessments. Through a size correction, the

assessor indicated a recommendation for a reduction of $1,400.00
on the trailer.

The second presentation was by Mr. Henry R. Friesen regarding
his house assessment. During discussion on the subject, it was
noted by the assessor that the basement was rated too high and
that a reduction of $3,700.00 on the house was recommended.
Comparisons made indicated that possibly renovations have been
made to other houses without municipal knowledge and therefore
not correctly assessed.

Following the presentations to the Board, the Board then went
to the first appeal listed and discussed each appeal in sequence.
