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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Thursday. Decerber 14, 1995 at 10:00 A.M. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Councillors present were: Arthur Dueck, Kerry Eidse, Art Friesen,
Ralph Groening, Louis Palud, Stan Siemens.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Art Friesen:

#348/95. Resolved that the agenda for this meeting be now
approved as it has been amended and added to by Council.
Carried.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#349/95. Resolved that the minutes of the November 7, 1995
Inaugural and Organization meeting and the November 9, 1995
reqular meeting and the November 13 and 16, 1995 special meetings
be now adopted as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Carried.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#350/95. whereas J. R. Cousin Consultants Ltd. has prepared
an agreement for fees involving the expansion of the Rosenort
Water Treatment Plan and the addition of a filter;
Therefore Be It Resolved that Council accepts this agreement
for services with costs of service estimates being less than
$2,000.00 with the Reeve and Secretary-Treasurer authorized
to sign this agreement .

Council then met with Bryan pPetzold, Robert McKay and Larry

Man of the Department of Highways. Council had recently received
a letter from the Union of Man. Municipalities indicating that
Municipalities would be offered maintenance of Provincial Roads.
This meeting dealt mainly with this letter. They indicated that
the proposal is that Municipalities would look after the gravel
Provincial Roads. There is felt that a duplication of equipment
exists with Municipalities and to reduce government costs, it
was felt that Municipalities could lock after these roads in

a better cost effective manner.

Tt was discussed that currently the Dept. of Highways are
responsible for drainage work along P.R. 's, however many aitches
are done by the Municipalities involved.

The Highways long range plan is to extend P.R. 332 North to
connect to No. 1 Hwy. There was also discussed the matter of
the visibility problem at the corner of Hwy 75 and 205. Also
discussed was the traffic travelling West from Rosenort and
many are using the Municipal Road straight west because the

P.R. 205 is in poor condition between Rosenort and Sperling.

It was mentioned that should Council feel strongly on any
matters, the Municipality should forward the request in writing
to their office and it would considered.

Council then recessed for junch at 12:05 P.M. and reconvened
at approx. 1:05 P.M.

Mr. Ed. Erickson, Public Works Supervisor, then presented a
written report to Council on recent activities. Mr. Erickson
read his report to Council and asked that Council discuss the
matter of Standby time with the Grader Operators.

Mr. Erickson asked about the clearing of snow from problem areas
and the opinion of Council was that wherever a snowblower could
be used that the snow should be cleared in that manner, except
in urban areas where it must be hauled away.
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Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#351/95. Resolved that our Supervisor of Public works be
authorized to hire snow blower units to clear snow problems,
which is to be done at his discretion.

Mr. Richard Vermette met with Council to discuss a drainage
problem through Section 22-4-1EPM and across P.T.H. 75.

Mr. Vermette was advised that a meeting would be set up with
our Drainage Committee and that the situation could be better
considered at that time.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#352/95. Whereas an amendment is required for the subdivision
of John Dueck for the SW} of Section 3-5-2 WEM under File
No. 4152-95-3652;
Therefore Be It Resolved that Council accept the amendment for
the proposed site being 20 feet wider and that the size of the
site change from 5.1 acres to that of 6.0 acres.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#353/95. Resolved that our personnel for the sewer and water
systems for Rosenort and Iowe Farm be authorized to attend the
Manitoba Water and Waste Association Seminar in Portage la
Prairie on February 19-21, 1996.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:
#354/95. Resolved that By-law No. 1483/95, being a bylaw
authorizing the sale of property located in the Nwi of
Section 2-6-1 EPM to the Province of Manitoba, be now given
first reading in Council as a whole with Section 190(3) of the
Municipal Act being now suspended.
