The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a speci
meeting on December 18, 1995 at 1:00 P.M. in the Council
Chambers of the R. M. of Morris,

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Councillors present were: Kerry Eidse, Ralph Groening, Stan
Siemens, Louis Palud and Arthur Dueck (arrived at 3:30 P.M.)

The purpose of this special meeting was to meet with the
executive of the Union of Manitoba Municipalities and to alsc
complete some of the agenda from the December 14, 1995 meetin

Representing the Union of Manitoba Municipalities were Mr.
Jack Nicol, Mr. Larry Walker, Mr. Bill Roth and Mr. Jerome
Mauws .

Provincial Government. They are working for the membership
and through group purchases, insurance, etc. have saved
municipalities considerable sums. There are 164 members and
the U.M.M. represents both urban and rural municipalities.

Mr. Larry Walker stated that all issues are dealt with and
presented to the Provincial or Federal Government. Some issues
that arise cannot wait for a resolution from Convention and
are acted upon by the Board of Directors. Any issue taken to
Government is also taken to the opposition parties. A current
issue is the matter of the Department of Highways giving the

Mr. Jerome Mauws then spoke on the financial aspects of the
U.M.M.. The lobbying provided by the U.M.M. is important but
the U.M.M. also provides services through the Trading Company.

the $600,000.00 which it takes to operate the U.M.M. The U.M.M
offers suppliers marketing ability to Municipalities and the
Trading Co. also works with local businesses in some of the
products that they provide. The Trading Co. does sales over
$5,000,000.00 and they are now able to purchase through
Government Supply and increase the product availability to
Municipalities.

They have negotiated a new discount program with M.T.S. and
information should be available soon. He spoke on fuel purchase
through the U.M.M. and it is expected that there will be a
5-7¢/litre saving on the fuel above what is realized now.

He noted the financial investment program, which is the pooling
of funds and the rate of return should be 1-2% higher than

is currently being realized by Municipalities. All banks and
credit unions would be involved in this program. This program
should also provide better protection of funds.

The U.M.M. is also undertaking the collating of information
concerning Council indemnities and Municipal employees salaries
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Mr. Nicol spoke briefly on contaminated sites and whether
Municipalities should take such properties in Tax Sale. The
U.M.M. is lobbying that 25% of V.L.T. should go to the
Municipalities. They are lobbying that a fee be structured
on subdivisions to allow for the replacement of Survey monume

He also made mention of the aspect
of calling cards for Council.

He also stated the Manitoba Hydro rates affecting the demand
billing on recreation facilities was proposed to be changing
and that this change would be more favorable to recreation
facilities.
