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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Thursday, January 11, 1996 at 10:00 A.M. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Councillors present were: Stan Siemens, Louis Palud, Art Friesen
Ralph Groening, Kerry Eidse, Arthur Dueck.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#1/96. Resolved that the agenda for this meeting be now
approved as it has been now amended by Council.

Carried.

Members of Council then presented and indication of their
activities of meeting in the last month.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:
#2/96. Resolved that we pay our membership fee for 1996 for
the International Coalition.

Carried.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:
#3/96. Whereas the Union of Manitoba Municipalities has
negotiated a program with Manitoba Telephone System for a
reduced phone service rate;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris participate
in this program.

Carried.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#4/96. Resolved that the Department of Highways be requested
to reinstate First Avenue in Lowe Farm and Station Street in
Sperling into the Grant-in-Aid Street program due to prior
planning.

Carried.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Stan Siemens:

#5/96. Resolved that the Department of Highways be requested

to classify the roads into our Landfill Sites at Lowe Farm,

Rosenort and Sperling under the Grant-in Aid Street Program.
Carried.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:00 noon and reconvened
at approximately 1:05 P.M.

Mr. Ed Erickson, Public Works Supervisor, read his report to
Council. He proposed having the Grader operators on a 40 hour
work week and feels that he would have work for them during
non plowing times. He also brought up the issue of needed

repairs to the 3 ton truck.

At 1:30 P.M. Council held a public hearing for a Conditional
Use Application by Sun Valley Farms to expand their hog
livestock operation to a 450 sow farrow to finish operation.
Mr. Dave Waldner spoke that with that size of operation the
amount of acreage needed for the manure is a concern. He has

a letter of consent from Mr. Merv Dueck to allow the spreading
of this manure on his nearby 160 acres of land. His is a family
run farm and the new barn would be extended to the west end

of the existing barn.

It was noted to Mr. Waldner that for the placement of a caveat,
an agreement between Mr. Waldner and Mr. Dueck is required.

Mr. Waldner stated that his lagoon is to have a second cell

and that the new barn is to be at the same level as the existing
barns.

Mr. Dueck commented on the aspect of a caveat and he did not
believe that it would be a problem.
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Conditional Use Hearing
Continued

Dr. Paul Schnieder (veterinarian) addressed Council stating
his concern regarding the proximity of the Sun Valley Farm

to that the Southernwood Farm. The Southernwood Farm is a
breeding stock operation and he feels should be protected from
disease as much as possible. The feeder to market pigs are

of the age with the greatest chance of disease. A one mile
buffer is considered as an absolute minimum distance. As Mr.
Waldner is now changing his operation to that of a finishing
operation there is a cause for concern regarding the disease
potential to the Southernwood Farm.

Mr. Waldner indicated that the initial owner of Southernwood
Farms bought the land and started his hog operation after him
and at that location.

Mr. Dueck indicated that he felt that the prevailing winds
were from the North and Northwest.

Mr. Waldner advised Council that his barn would have a cold
storage unit for the dead animals and that Manitoba Pork is
doing a study on dead animal removal.

Dr. Schnieder stated that things like tree lines, hills, etc.
cause turbulence in air flow and dissipates organisms more.
The protection of raising the breeding stock at the Southernwood
Farm is of utmost importance.

Mr. Waldner informed Council that the soil does not allow for
easy tree growth and that he is attempting to find a type of
tree that will grow in that area. His reason for expanding
his operation were for mainly economic factors. He trying to
purchase land near his barn for reasons of placing the manure.

Council then met with Mr. Roger Leuzinger and Mr. Henry Buhler
of the Natural Resources Branch. Mr. Leuzinger stated that
during the summer months he has only 3 survey crews and 3 labour
crews. The general mandate of his branch is to provide for

and maintain provincial waterways.

The bridge on the NE of Section 34-4-2WPM on the Shannon Drain
is to be replaced in 1996 and they are also going to be doing
some dyke work along the Shannon Drain.

Their area of responsibility involves 14 Municipalities and
L.G.D.'s. Large survey projects in the municipality should

be done privately and should not count on Natural Resources

for much survey work in the future.

At this point in the discussion, Council viewed some maps of
drains in the Municipality.

Mr. Leuzinger stated that his Department may recommend culvert
sizes to Municipalities, however, it is up to the local
Municipality whether they use that recommendation or not. There
was discussion of the existing municipal drainage concern and
what can be done with issue. The weeds and grass in the ditch
bottoms should be sprayed and allow for a clean flow of water.
The mowing of drains also allows greater flow of water.

Mr. Leuzinger advised Council of the type of chemical used

by his Branch and that the spraying is done by a machine on
tracks.

The drainage of water into a Provincial Drain requires a permit.
Following this, there was much general discussion on drainage
in the Municipality.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Art Friesen:

#6/95. Whereas Sun Valley Farms Ltd. have made application
for a Conditional Use Permit to increase their hog livestock
operation from that of a 450 sow farrow to weanling operation
to that of a 450 sow farrow to finish operation located in
part of the NE] of Section 2-6-1EPM;

And Whereas a public hearing for this Conditional Use was held
on January 11, 1996;

Conditional Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of Morris
Use 10/95 hereby approves this Conditional Use No. 10/95 for Sun Valley
NE 2-6-1E Farms Ltd. subject to the following conditions:

1. That the sewage lagoon for this proposed operation shall
have a storage capacity of at least 400 days at ground
level.

2. That he follow the requirements of the Morris Livestock
Guidelines.

3. That a tree shelterbelt also be planted on the site.

4. That a caveat be registered on Mr. Merv Dueck's property
by the Municipality to allow the spreading of manure.

5. That a site area plan be provided and must be further
approved by Council.
