Council then recessed for lunch at 12:00 noon and reconvened
at approximately 1:10 p.M.
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Mr. Ed Erickson, Public Works Supervisor, then presented a
written report to Council which he also read. There was some
discussion relating to the report.

Cpl. Neil Griffith and Constable Luc Gervais of the Morris
R.C.M.P. Detachment reviewed with Council their annual police
report. He indicated that the Morris Detachment covers the

R. M. of Morris, except Twp. 6-2W, and also covers the north
half of the R. M. of Montcalm.

Reeve Martens questioned coverage between R.C.M.P. Districts
and was informed that regardless where the crime takes place,
the reporting of same should allow that the information be
provided to the appropriate detachment.

Councillor Groening asked of responses after hours. He was
advised that after hours a central dispatch in Winnipeg alerts
the R.C.M.P. officers and at that point there will be a
determination of the urgency of the matter.

Councillor Arthur Dueck wanted information on farm vehicle safety
and what regulations are being brought into force. This response
was that some policies have been brought in where extremity
lights will have to be in place.

The discussions and requests have been presented to the Province
and as yet no great amount of change has taken place.

At this point, there was a lengthy discussion relating to the
situation recently when three teenagers where killed when in
collision with a combine.

Cpl. Griffith then advised Council that a Community Policing
Workshop was organized for March 4 , 5 and 6, 1996 and that people
from the community are required and that he requested a
representative from Council.

Cpl. Griffith of a Summer Employment Program where a student

is brought into the force for the summer months. This program
may have a cost of about $4,700.00 and he asked Council to
consider sponsoring the students participation.

Councillor Siemens gave a report from the Fire Committee and
also from the Equipment Committee. He advised Council on
information received relating to purchase prices for a track

hoe and for a tractor for mowing. The Caterpillar track hoe
prices are: 320L - $184,000.00, 322L - $234,000.00 and

325L - $253,000.00. A Case tractor with front wheel assist would
be priced as follows: 100 H.P. - $69,000.00, 80 H.P. - $57,000.00
