The project plan is to connect
to the R. M. of Macdonald water system and the municipal share
of bringing this water into Sperling is approximately
$140,000.00. It appeared that for the viability of such a
project, there would be a need of local money to reduce the
capital cost to make it a more feasible situation. That is the
current status of this situation.

on the matter, the second track hoe is to be removed from the
proposal and in doing so, the budget amount would also be
reduced. It was felt that the amount of $130,000.00 was a more
workable proposal.
