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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Wednesday, April 10th, 1996 at 10:00 A.M. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.

Councillors present were: Ralph Groening, Louis Palud, Stan
Siemens, Arthur Dueck, Kerry Eidse, Art Friesen.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#77/96. Resolved that the agenda be now adopted by Council
as it is now amended.

Carried.

Council then each gave a short report on meetings and Municipal
activities since the last meeting.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Louis Palud:

#78/96. Resolved that the minutes of the March 13, 1996 regular

meeting and the March 14 and 15, 1996 and April 2, 1996 special

meetings be now adopted as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.
Carried.

Moved by Stan Siemens, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#79/96. Whereas the Department of Highways has indicated its
desire to turn over the maintenance of gravel Provincial Roads
to Municipalities and has presented a draft agreement for this
road maintenance;
And Whereas the Rural Municipality of Morris is not opposed
to this basic concept;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the Rural
Municipality of Morris supports the concept proposed by the
Department of Highways but is not in favor of entering into
the current proposed agreement with the Province of Manitoba
to maintain the provincial gravel roads.

Carried.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Ralph Groening:

#80/96. Resolved that the Equipment Committee be authorized

to attend the open house at Prairie Equipment on April 25/96.
Carried.

Mr. Dennis Hodgkinson of D.G.H. Engineering and Mr. Paul Wollman
met with Council to discuss some of the terms set for the
Conditional Use Order for Silver Wind Farms. They requested
that the manure storage for the Silver Wind Hog Operation be
reduced to 240 days for the above ground storage. They also
made note that all other operations had lagoons and wondered

if an earthen storage for this operation could possibly be
allowed.

Following some basic discussion on the matter, they were informed
that some investigation would have to be done on what the
procedure would have to be taken for any such amendments and
Council would then have to decide if they wished to entertain
such changes.

Mr. Merv Siemens of the Rosenort Fire Department met with Council
to present their proposal of possibly purchasing a vehicle as

a first responder unit for the Rosenort Fire Department. He

read some information from a prepared presentation on the matter
and the need for the vehicle. Mr. Siemens was informed that

our Protection Committee would meet with him and look into the
matter and report to Council.

Council that recessed for lunch at 12:10 P.M. and reconvened
at approximately 1:20 P.M.
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A Conditional Use Hearing was then held for a hog operation
applied for by Mr. Don Brown.

Present for this hearing was: Mark Milne, Mr. & Mrs. Don Brown,
Mr. & Mrs. Eldon Schroeder, Joe Anderson, Peter Friesen, Elmer
Sommers, Barb Shewchuk and Francis Anderson.

At the start of the hearing, Mr. Mark Milne spoke on behalf

of the application. He indicated that the major owner would

be K-Line Pigs which is part of Kroeker Farms. He explained

the corporate structure and that the majority of investors would
be other investors. With employment from the barn, there is
benefits to the local community. He indicated that the proposal
meets our guidelines.

This application is for a 1240 sow farrow to early weanling
operation. The lagoon would have a 400 day storage capacity

at prairie level and that there would be a 4 foot dyke above
the prairie level. They proposed to have manure spreading by
use of a dribble bar or a broadcast sprinkler system. The
disposal of dead animals would be by composting. There is about
one-third mile of dirt road to this site and the road needs

to be built up slightly. When questioned on another barn locating
nearby, he indicated that they would not be favorable to another
barn locating in the immediate area. The corporate structure
proposed to be set up for this operation would be the owners

of the proposed site.

Mr. Don Brown indicated that being part of this undertaking
would allow him the opportunity to diversify and also that he
would be employed at the new barn.

Mr. Elmer Sommers stated his concern that the effluent from

the manure spreading would be staying our of the drain ditches.
Mr. Peter Friesen voiced his concern of property values in the
future with the barn at this location. He indicated that farming
needs have changed over the years and that consideration must
be given to present day farming practices.

Mr. Eldon Schroeder expressed a concern of corporate farm
ownership. If it were an owner/operator situation of wanting

to build a barn, he was uncertain if he would have objections.
He also indicated concern over the matter of future property
values having the barn in close proximity.

Mr. Joe Anderson told Council that he was supportive to neighbors
having the opportunity to be part of such an operation. This

is now becoming a way of life in rural area.

Mrs. Barbara Shewchuk had a concern on the subject of odor,

but felt that if handled properly, odor can be minimal. She

did want neighbors to have the opportunity to progress.

Mr. Francis Anderson stated that farmers today need the
opportunities that may become available to them. Odor is a
concern, but is not a major issue. He does have a concern that
these new large barns are corporate barns.

Mr. Milne reiterated that the majority of shareholders will

be individuals and not solely owned by another corporation.
Councillor Eidse stated that in other municipalities, the
developer is responsible for the first 5 years in maintaining
the road and as there is only a dirt road to this proposed site,
it becomes an important issue.

Councillor Groening indicated a concern of odors and its impact
of neighbors and what is being done to minimize and available
to reduce odors.

Following some general discussion on the matter, it was noted
that Council would consider the matter further on April 11th
and would be advised of our decision when it is reached.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Louis Palud:

#81/96. Whereas the Trainex Centre in Winkler, Manitoba has
proven to be a valuable resource for municipal governments in
preparing and placing social assistance recipients in employment ;
And whereas Federal funding through the Human Resources
Development Canada has become an integral part of the Trainex
operations budget;
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Res. #81/96 Con't.
And Whereas continued financial support from the Federal
Government through Human Resources Development Canada is in
Jeopardy;
And Whereas the mandate for training is a provincial
responsibility;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris
requests the Manitoba Government to establish a long term
strategy for resource training and job placement for social
assistance recipients with the current training programs at
the Trainex Centre in Winkler, Manitoba.

Carried.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Art Friesen:
#82/96. Resolved that the list of accounts be now approved
for April 10th, 1996 in the amount of $153,834.80 plus the
following additional accounts:
Royal Oak $1,603.40
Carried.

Mr. Ed Erickson, Public Works Supervisor, then met with Council
to discuss his report. Items discussed with Council included
the opening of drains, what system is to be used in ordering
fuel with two suppliers. He asked that he be involved with the
interviewing and hiring of new employees. Also discussed was

a concern of the number of hours worked and claimed by employees.
Council indicated that Mr. Erickson would be part of the hiring
process for these new employees and that the fuel issue would
be worked out to give reasonably equal supply from both
suppliers. The drains are to be opened as much as possible and
emergency work is to assist residential properties.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:

#83/96. Resolved that the Employee Relations Committee meet

with Mr. Harry Penner and upon their decision, shall have

authority to increase his salary to the rate of $13.60 per hour.
Carried.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#84/96. Resolved that sufficient gravel be placed on the road
in the Rosenort Nuisance Grounds and in the ILowe Farm Nuisance
Grounds and that stone be placed on the road to the Rosenort
Lagoon.

Carried.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#85/96. Resolved that 5 loads of gravel be placed in the
Municipal Yard.

Carried.

The meeting was then adjourned at 5:30 P.M. with Council agreeing
to meet again on April 11, 1996 at 9:00 A.M. to continue with
the remainder of this meeting agenda.
