Councillors present were: Art Friesen, Stan Siemens, Louis Palud,
Ralph Groening, Kerry Eidse, Arthur Dueck.

The purpose of this meeting is to continue with the agenda from
the April 10, 1996 regular meeting.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Stan Siemens:

#86/96. Whereas Mr. Guy Saurette of Guy Saurette Farms Ltd.
has made application to subdivide part of the SE+ of Section
11-6-2EPM under Planning File No. 41 52-96-3711;

And Whereas this subdivision proposed to create a 4.3 acre yard
site;

Municipality of Morris does now approve this subdivision

application subject to the following conditions;

1. That any new access required because of this subdivision
shall be at the expense of the owner.

2. fThat a Variation Order be completed for the 4.3 acre yard
site.

3. That a caveat be registered that the property owner not
register complaints against normal farming practices.

Carried.

At this point in the meeting, Council discussed the Conditional
Use application from Mr. Don Brown. There were a number of items
which were discussed by Council as being conditions which should
be established for this application and other future
applications. There was considerable discussion on the matter
and consensus of Council was that a proper scale drawing of

the proposed site be provided and Council would decide upon

the application at the next meeting.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:00 noon and reconvened
at approximately 1:00 P.M.

Resolved that By-law No. 1491/96, being a by-law setting
the 1996 salaries of Municipal Office staff was given first
reading on March 14, 1996 be now given second and third readings
and now passed in Council as a whole with Section 190(2) and
190(3) of the Municipal Act being now suspended.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Art Friesen:
#89/96. Resolved that By-law No. 1492/96, being a by-law setting
the 1996 remuneration of members of Council was given first
reading on March 14, 1996, be now given second and third readings
and now passed in Council as a whole with Section 190(2) and
190(3) of the Municipal Act being now suspended.

Carried.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Ralph Groening:

#90/96. Whereas the community of Sperling, Manitoba has
indicated its desire to connect to the water system of the Rural
Mmunicipality of Macdonald;

And Whereas the Manitoba Water Services Board is currently
providing engineering and financial support for the water line
extensions in the Municipality of Macdonald;
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Res. No.90/96 Con't.
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris
request that the Manitoba Water Services Board conduct
engineering work to provide for the community of Sperling to
connect to the Macdonald water system and that tenders be
requested for this project as soon as possible;
And Further Be It Resolved that the Manitoba Water Services
Board and P.F.R.A. be requested to provide funding for this
project.

Carried.

The Drainage Committee then presented Council with a new cost
proposal as was additional expenses discussed at our last
meeting. They also indicated that a new policy on culverts would
also be brought to Council.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#91/96. Resolved that the Financial Statement for the month
of March, 1996 be now accepted by Council as presented by the
Secretary-Treasurer.

Carried.

Moved by Louis Palud, seconded by Ralph Groening:
#92/96. Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris purchase
additional sand bags at the decision of the Reeve and that
individual ratepayers wishing to obtain sand bags for protection
due to the flooding situation shall be charged at the rate of
32 cents per sand bag for the quantity that the person wishes
to purchase.

Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#93/96. Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris purchase
a quantity of sand for sand bagging and that these sand piles
be placed at the Municipal vard in Morris and also at locations
in Aubigny, Lowe Farm, Riverside and Rosenort if suitable
locations can be obtained at this time.

Carried.

puring the meeting, Council held a lengthy discussion on the
proposed flood situation. Topics of sandbagging, ditches,
evacuation, protection of property, availability of boats during
the flood, etc. were all discussed in some manner.

Councillor Stan Siemens then moved that the meeting be adjourned
at 3:50 P.M.
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
