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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Wednesday, May 8th, 1996 at 9:00 A.M. in the Council
Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Council Members present were: Ralph Groening, Arthur Dueck,
Stan Siemens, Art Friesen, Louis Palud, Kerry Eidse.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#94/96. Resolved that the agenda be now adopted by Council
as it is now amended.

Carried.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#95/96. Resolved that the minutes of the April 10, 1996 regular
meeting and the April 11, 1996 special meeting be now adopted
as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Carried.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:

#96/96. Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris
authorize our becoming a members of the Manitoba Good Roads
Assoc. at a cost of $130.00.

Carried.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:

#97/96. Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris request
the Province of Manitoba to declare the Purple Loosestrife,
Lithrum family as a weed and not be allowed in the Province

of Manitoba whether it is grown or sold in the Province.

Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#98/96. Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of Morris now
go into camera to discuss development activities in the
Municipality at 10:00 A.M.

Carried.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#99/96. Resolved that Council now adjourn being in Camera
and resume the Council meeting at 10:40 A.M.

Carried.

At this time in the meeting Council members each gave a short
report indicating their activities during the last month.

Moved by Stan Siemens, Seconded by Art Friesen:
100/96. Resolved that the Council of the Rural Municipality
of Morris now become the Variation Board of the R. M. of Morris
to consider applications no. 2/96 and 3/96.

Carried.

The Board then held a Public Hearing to consider application
no. 2/96 from Irwin Dueck for site width and area for 3 lots
being created by subdivision. No one was present for this
hearing.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Stan Siemens:

#101/96. Whereas Mr. Irwin Dueck has applied for a variation
order to reduce the site area and site width for lots being
created from Lot 3, Plan 17330;

And Whereas 3 lots are being created with site widths of 130
feet, 140 feet and 200 feet and site areas of 1.5 acres, 1.9
acres and 2.3 acres;

And Whereas a public hearing was held on May 8th, 1996;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Variation Board of the

R. M. of Morris does now approve this application 2/96 for
Mr. Irwin Dueck on the condition that future driveway accesses

s?all be maintained at the level of a height elevation minimum
of 780 feet. Carried
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The Board then held a Public Hearing to consider application
no. 3/96 from Mr. Guy Saurette for site area for a lot being
created by subdivision. There was no one present for this
hearing.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:
#102/96. Whereas Mr. Guy Saurette has applied for a variation
order to reduce the site area requirement from 40 acres to
4.3 acres for a lot being created in the SEj of Section
11-6-2E;
And Whereas a public hearing was held on May 8, 1996;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Variation Board of the
R. M. of Morris does now approve this application no. 2/96
from Mr. Guy Saurette.

Carried.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#103/96. Resolved that the Variation Board of the R. M. of
Morris does now adjourn and resume as the Council of the
R. M. of Morris.

Carried.

Council then recessed for lunch at 11:50 A.M. and reconvened
at approximately 1:00 P.M.

Mr. Ed Erickson, our Public Works Supervisor, then met with
Council to review his monthly report to Council. Mr. Erickson
read his written report and there was discussion relating to
equipment repairs, equipment work and drainage work planned.

At this point in the meeting, the floor was then opened for
a public hearing concerning the Conditional Use application
by DGH Engineering on behalf of Sunnydale Farms Ltd. for the
construction and operation of a 6000 feeder hog livestock
feedlot.

Present for this hearing were: Dennis Hodgkinson, Ed. L.
Friesen, Blake Friesen, Jeff Siemens. Arriving late for the
hearing were: Bill Tjaden, Isabell Tjaden, Franz Dewey, Vic
Rance, Mary Swain.

Mr. Dennis Hodgkinson, representing Sunnydale Farms, spoke
first explaining that this application to allow for the
operation and construction of a 6000 feeder livestock feedlot
operation on the NW of Section 10-6-2WPM. Surnnydale Farms
plan to create a new farm yard site with this building. He
made mention that the sguare foot reguirements per hog had
changed from 8 sq. ft. per hog to that of 7% sq. ft. per hog
and asked that their application be amended to be for 6400
hogs. Mr. Hodgkinson then gave a brief summation of a written
presentation to Council.

Councillor Groening expressed a concern of the willingness

to have a straw cover on the lagoon and a further willingness
to dispose of the manure by inmjection.

Councillor Friesen also made mention of the straw cover and
having an adequate tree shelter belt.

Councillor Dueck made Mr. Hodgkinson aware of our discussions
relating to performance bonds. He also asked if fan direction
of the barns were of any benefit.

Mr. Hodgkinson advised Council that he feels the proposed system
is very good to keep barn odour minimal. Having the barn fan
direction up is very costly and serves no benefit to odour
for anyone of any distance. He indicated that a performance
bond is not a preferred option and hoped that Council would
not feel that this approach is needed. The barn produces
approximately 10,000 gal/day of manure. There was some general
discussion relating to the different methods of manure disposal
available.

Mr. Franz Dewey questioned the manure application method and
wants to have the manure disposal done by injection.

Mr. Bill Tjaden made mention that this application provided
for no owner or any one living on the proposed site. He also
had a concern of a lagoon overflow.
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Mr. Vic Rance wanted to know if the lagoon was to be emptied

in the fall.

Mr. Hodgkinson said that it is always preferred to empty the
lagoon in the fall because of available land and reducing lagoon
concerns during the winter. The manure rate disposal would

be based on Provincial Guidelines.

Mrs. Isabell Tjaden questioned the distances from residences
and it was clarified to her that a designated residential area
was an urban centre and not individual farm sites.

Mrs. Mary Swain expressed her objection to it being too close
to Sperling and that these large barns should be a greater
distance away from urban centres.

Mr. Bill Tjaden stated that three barns have been built in

the area in the last few years. When does an area become
overloaded and he again mentioned that hag barns are now being
built without residences which he felt was important to the
neighborly operation of such a facility.

Mrs. Isabell Tjaden would like all odour controls in place

to the fullest.

There was a general discussion relating to the performance

bond and also the aspect of the residence on site.

Mr. Franz Dewey questioned if he would also have the opportunity
to expand his existing operation. He was informed that he would
have to go through this same process and that it would be up

to the Council of the day to make a decision on his application.
At 3:15 P.M., the hearing was adjourned.

Following this hearing, Council held a lengthy discussion
relating to this application and hog barns in general and the
municipal conditions which should be imposed on them. Mattegs
of a performance bond, approvals, manure disposal were the
key elements of this discussion.

Also discussed briefly were matters relating to drainage and
the flood situation, repair and cleanup.

The meeting was then adjourned at 5:00 P.M. and Council agreed
to meet again on Thursday, May 9th, 1996 at 9:00 A.M. to
continue with the remainder of the agenda.
