The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Wednesday, June 12th, 1996 at 8:00 A.M. on the Council
Chambers of the R. M. of Morris

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Councillors present were: Louis Palud, Arthur Dueck, Stan Siemens,
Kerry Eidse, Art Friesen, Ralph Groening (arrived at 10:00 A.M.)

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:
#122/96. Resolved that the agenda be now adopted by Council
as it is now amended.

Carried.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
Resolved that the minutes of the May 8th, 1996 regular meeting
and the May 9th and May 10th, 1996 special meeting be now adopted
as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Carried.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Art Friesen:
#124/96. Resolved that Council commence proceedings to establish
a Livestock Advisory Committee which will have 2 representatives
from the R. M. of Morris Council, 2 from livestock representatives
and 2 from non livestock representatives with these appointments
being made later.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:

#125/96. Resolved that the R. M. of Morris support the position

of the Union of Manitoba Municipalities that the W.G.T.A.

Adjustment Fund be used to upgrade municipal and provincial roads.

127/96. Resolved that our Public Works Supervisor and Harry
Penner be authorized to attend the Manitoba Good Roads Assoc.
seminar in Altona on June 24th with the registration and expenses
being paid by the Municipality.

Mr. Fred Peters of Morris Build-All met with Council to express
concern over the hog livestock requirements which the Municipality
has recently put into place. Mr. Peters had a written presentation
which he read to Council. In it he explained the economic benefits
of the construction of such a project to the community. There

is the sale of lumber, painters, plumbers, electricians, etc.
which are usually from the local community and which is an
important part of their livelihood.

The R. M. of Morris needs to keep promoting hog livestock
operations in the municipality. because of the performance bond
requirement, new barns are being built ocutside of the Municipality
and that this performance bond is a negative impact on future
barns.

All applications for new barns need to be dealt with consistently
in the requirements. Changes needs to be done in order to continue
to promote this industry. A performance bond needs specific
guidelines and a performance bond cannot be financed when the
criteria is of a continual nature. A performance bond involving
the construction of the facility is a workable bond however,

one that is continual cannot be obtained or obtained through
normal borrowing.

Councillor Dueck explained that the criteria of the performance
bond has not yet been set.

The general discussion with Council involved the concern of the

people living in the area of a barn application and the impact
of maintaining this performance.

#128/96. Resolved that the R. M. of Macdonald be contacted on
their application of a hog operation from Sunnybrook Swine Inc.
and request that the manure disposal be done by injection when
applied in the R. M. of Morris.

Mr. Merl Friesen was present for this hearing and
he expressed his concern on this application. The property in
question and his own share a common driveway and he asked that
something be done at this time to protect that aspect of the
situation.

Vhereas Mr. Bruce Gregory on behalf of Mr. P. L. Friesen
has made application for a site area variation for Lot 1 located
in the SW} of Section 16-5-1 EPM;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Variation Board of the R. M.
of Morris now approves this application subject to the following
conditions:
1. That the respective owners enter into an agreement involving
the driveway into the property and that this agreement be
registered as a caveat on the properties involved.
2. That a letter of agreement involving farm practices also
be registered as a caveat on the lot in question.

And Whereas it is felt that respective projects of expanding
the water treatment plant and the installation of a sewage lift
station be undertaken to provide for the needs of the water system
and also the sewer system;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris
commence proceedings to establish a debenture borrowing up to
the amount of $300,000.00 for this work which is planned to be
done in 1996;
And Further Be It Resolved that the debenture is to be over a
period of 15 years.
