And Whereas Lot 2 is to reduce the site area from 40 acres to
2.89 acres and the site width from 300 feet to that of 136 feet;
And Whereas Lot 3 is to reduce the site area from 40 acres to
1.86 acres;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Variation Board of the

The floor was then open to a public hearing for a 500 feeder
hog conditional use application from Mr. Walter Sawatzky.

Mr. Sawatzky was present for this hearing and informed Council
that on the SWi of Section 29-4-1WPM he plans to build a pole
structure building with % the building being a machine shed

and the other half being used as a hog barn. It is on the
principle of a bio-tec style operation where the pigs are bedded
in straw and then the straw is spread on the field. There is

no lagoon for an operation such as this. He plans to start
construction in the fall of 1996. At this time, the matter of
access to the property was also discussed. Mr. Sawatzky indicated
that he would need a driveway to this site, however the existing
driveway was old and very inconvenient to his current use.
Council indicated that possibly some compromise could be worked
out relative to the access requirements.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:

#193/96. Resolved that Council now become the Variation Board
of the R. M. of Morris to consider variation application

no. 6/96.

The floor was then opened to a public hearing concerning the
application by William Hein for a 7.0 acre yard site in the

SWi of Section 33-6-1WPM. Present for this hearing was Mrs.

Sylvia Leask and Mrs. Heather Armstrong.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:

194/96. Whereas William Hein has applied for a variation order
to reduce the site area requirement for the East 604 feet of
the West 1648 feet of the South 505 feet of the SWy of Section
33-6-1WPM;

And Whereas this variation is for a 7.0 acre yard site;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Variation Board of the

R. M. of Morris does now approve application no. 6/96 for William
Hein on the condition that a letter of agreement involving
farming practices be registered as a caveat on the lot in
question. Carried.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:00 noon and reconvened
at approximately 1:00 P.M.

At this time in the meeting, Council met with our Foreman of
Public Works, Mr. Don Harder to hear his report and discuss
matters which he should be present for. Mr. Harder then reviewed
his report with Council and he touched on matters pertaining

to drainage, spreading rights, culvert installations. He asked
about possibly having a cell phone which could be used for survey
work, having a 1000 hour checkup on our machinery ( new grader

is in need of this checkup). With the graders doing more drainage
work he wondered on the possibility of taking one of the fuel
tanks for use where to patrols are doing ditching.

There were a few employee concerns which he explained to Council
and which were felt to be somewhat resolved.

He also asked on the possible purchase of a sight level package
which could be for much general use, and also a quick cut saw
which would eliminate much of the need of the cutting torch.

He also informed Council that the hot water tank was leaking

and it was commented that the tank from the pressure washer
could be taken for that use.

Mr. Harder then stayed for much of the afterncon meeting as
discussions then involved drainage works in general, road
conditions, use and allocations of the equipment.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#196/96. Resolved that we agree to purchase an additional cell
phone for our public works operation.

Councillor Kerry Eidse then presented Council with a petition
which he had received pertaining to the request for dust control
along the road South of Riverside Park, a distance of
approximately 1% miles.

Council then held a length discussion on our involvement in
having a dust control program and whether we should be involved
and to what extent.

Resolved that the Road Committee be authorized to
order up to 2 loads of lignosulphanate dust control to be place
on our grant-in-aid roads and also as needed along the road
extending south of Riverside Park, a distance of approximately

Resolved that a 150W HPS light be installed in the
SE corner of the intersection of P.R. 422 and 205 at an
approximate cost of $1,050.00.
