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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Wednesday, September 11, 1996 at 9:00 A.M. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Council members present were: Ralph Groening, Kerry Eidse,
Stan Siemens, Louis Palud, Arthur Dueck.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:
#222/96. Resolved that the agenda for the September 11 , 1996
regular meeting be now adopted by Council as it is now amended
and as may be added to.

Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#223/96. Resolved that the minutes of the August 14, 1996
regular meeting and the August 15, 1996 special meeting be now
adopted as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Carried.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Louis Palud:
#224/96. Whereas there appears to be a drainage problem at
the junction where Drain 110 meets the Tobacco Drain at the
SE corner of Section 30-5-1WPM;
Therefore Be It Resolved that we request that the Department
of Natural Resources conduct a study of this situation and advise
Council of the findings of their investigation.
Carried.

At 10:00 A.M. a public hearing was held for the Conditional

Use Application No. 4/96 from Lynnford Bartel for the operation
of an 8,000 feeder hog livestock feedlot. There were
approximately 25 people present for this hearing.

During the course of the hearing, Council was presented with

a petition in opposition to this application with the 41
signatures on the petition. Also presented were letters of
opposition from Annemarie Kames and Ronald Fiddler and Irmgard
Kames.

Mr. Lynnford Bartel indicated at the start of the hearing that
he planned to build an 8,000 feeder hog operation consisting
of 4 barns of 2,000 hogs in the N} of Section 22-6-1EPM.

Mr. Ken Rempel reviewed the application and how the operation
would function.

Mr. George Schmidt asked that if there was any conflict of
interest of Council involvement, it must be stated at this time.
Mr. Rick Nychuk spoke that he is opposed to this barn application
as the odour from this barn would affect their lifestyle at
home and also reduce land values in the area of the barn. He
also mentioned that no one is planned to live at the barn site
and the applicant lives in Morris. Many barns are built with
local funds which maintains a local interest in how the barn

is operated. For this particular barn there is no funding as
being indicated to be coming from neighbors or that community.
Trees are very difficult to grow and the shelterbelt for this
barn site likely would not grow as planned. The 23 employee
positions needed to operate the barn would not be able to
properly look after the yard site and the tree shelterbelt.

He questioned the method of manure disposal and also the size
of the lagoon, which have not been made clear. He feels that
the lagoon should have a 2 year capacity so as to still be able
to manage if unable to spread the fall due to weather, etc.
conditions,

Mr. Bartel indicated that having a shelter belt will take time
as any tree will take time to grow. The farm yards in the area
have trees and he saw no reason why these shelterbelts would
not grow. The planned lagoon was not big enough to maintain

a 2 year manure capacity.

Mr. Franz Kames asked Council that if the barn should no longer
operate, who is responsible to clean up the lagoon and barn.
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In areas where this has happened, they are just left and nothing
is done.

Mrs. Wallie Rhymer spoke that they have property near the barn
location that family members are planning to build on and she

is opposed to this application. There is no information as to
where the manure is to be spread or how it is to be spread.

Mr. Bartel stated that they have approximately 3 quarter sections
of land available in the area.

Mr. Rempel indicated, when questioned, that Provincial guidelines
indicate that an operation of this size should have approximately
1000 acres of land to properly spread the manure on a rotating
basis.

Mr. John Pauls is opposed to the barn and asked what protection
it would have in the case of flooding. Would the barn and lagoon
be built at sufficient height to have full flood protection.
Mrs. Rhymer stated that tree shelterbelts are important to affect
the odour from the barn and lagoons. If trees are difficult

to grow, then more thought needs to be given by Council to this
barn location and future barn locations so that tree shelterbelts
can be grown properly and maintained.

Mr. Eddie Wiens stated his opposition to this barn application
for many of the reasons already stated. He noted the wind
directions would affect many of the farmyards around this barn
site. He also expressed concern of flooding and guarantees that
the barn and lagoon would never be flooded.

Mrs. Anne Kames indicated her opposition to the application.

The tree shelterbelt, the odour and the affect on their living
standard. Who polices the requirements and operation of these
barn once approval is given and what penalties are imposed?

She also mentioned that no one living at the site was a negative
part of this application.

Mr. Bartel responded that whatever the weather conditions, they
would always be able to get to the barn.

Mr. Rempel also explained that insurance coverage requires the
need for a standby generator and this operation would likely
have such a standby generator.

Mr. Franz Kames noted that with flooding and storms that affect
the area, he questioned the ability to bring feed into the barn
at these times and also whether employees could be available.
Mr. Pauls asked how dead animals would be locked after and Mr.
Bartel indicated that they would likely have a daily pickup
service for the operation.

Mrs. Rhymer mentioned that at this hearing there were many
probabilities and maybe situations made with this presentation
and that many of the matters questioned should be on a definite
basis so that everyone can know exactly what is being proposed
and to be done.

Mrs. Irmgard Kames noted to Council that the Provincial
Sustainable Development document does state in it that it states
the maintaining of the standard of living of people which
includes affect from odour.

Mrs. Rhymer stated the Mr. Bartel will be selling his land to
the Corporation that will own the barn and will only own 80
acres in the area. He will then only be a part investor in the
operation and will have less say in the operation of the barn.
Mr. John Pauls questioned what taxes these barns would generate
and noted that fact that a gravel road is needed to be built
into this barn site.

Mrs. Matilda Nayet asked that the barn application be delayed
one year until more definite answers can be given relating to
the barn. Items of how it will operate, what will definitely

be provided, a business plan, etc. should be available and stated
that items will definitely be there and not maybes.

Mr. George Schmidt spoke that this barn would have a detrimental
effect on land a property for many miles around it. The market
value of property would become less being close to the barn

and there is nothing to compensate people for this economic

loss with the reduced value of their property. He also noted
the general lack of trees and shelterbelts in the area.
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Without trees, the odour from the barn and lagoon would carry
a greater distance. There is a concern of manure getting into
the streams and ditches. There is a current large barn operation
located approximately 2 miles north of the boundary in the

R. M. of Macdonald and this barn places in the middle of two
large barn operations and increases the problems of odour, etc.
If the manure from the lagoon cannot be injected, there should
be no other options in disposing of the manure. Council's
approval of this site would be unneighborly and adverse to the
community. Land and people are the main resources of a
Municipality and the people resource is the most important and
must be protected with a greater attention being made to maintain
this resource.

Mr. Willie Nayet stated that he planned to move into the area,
however, if a barn is located in the area, it will likely affect
his desire to move here. He is opposed to the application.
Councillor Groening requested further information on the amount
of land needed to spread the manure.

Mr. Rempel stated that it is recommended that 1000 acres be
available to spread the manure for this size operation. This

is based on a 3 year rotation and that 300 to 400 acres would
be needed on a yearly basis.

Councillor Palud asked the people present if the main concern
was the smell from the barn.

Mr. Nychuk indicated that their concerns were smell, affect

on lifestyle, economics of land value and what exactly is being
proposed.

There was some discussion on a performance bond and Mr. Bartel
indicated that he would be receptive to a reasonable amount .
Mr. Bartel stated he felt the corporate barn matter was a non
issue as everyone tries to get the best investment for their
land.

Councillor Groening asked what proactive initiatives were done
concerning this application and the neighbors affected. The
response was that only a few were contacted on the matter.
Councillor Dueck expressed that he felt some of the issues of
concern can be overcome. The lagoon can be protected from
flooding, consideration should be given to the value it has
being spread on the land. He asked if negotiation was possible
on many of these issues or is entire matter a closed case.

Mrs. Rhymer noted that the barn was not neighborly and that

the barn presentation needs to be with definite answers of what
and how the barn is to operate.

Mr. Bartel indicated that he wants to be a good neighbor and
that he grew up near livestock barms.

Mr. Lorne Siemens stated that he lives near barns and sometimes
there is a smell and supported the application. Council should
consider future development and industries, etc. in the
community.

Mr. Schmidt expressed that there are definite differences of
opinion. The Farm Practices Protection Act takes away the right
to sue the neighbor for what he is doing. Then what recourse
to people have in making a barn become more neighbor friendly.
Once the barn is there, it is very unlikely that it will be
shut down for improper operation.

Mr. Rempel advised that this is a large operation and that they
want to be a good neighbor. It cannot be foreseen what events
may occur but that every attempt would be made to follow the
guidelines and requirements which may be set. Other areas where
barns are located have not shown to have an effect on property
values. The straw cover will reduce the odour from the lagoon.
Mr. Kames noted that the Morris Guidelines have a maximum of
barn sizes of 500 livestock waste unit and does not address
larger barns and this one is very much larger than the maximum
in the guidelines.

Mrs. Nayet stated that when they bought the land to live , there
were no livestock operations in the area and now barns are coming
into the area and they are not wanted.
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Reeve Martens closed the hearing and thanked everyone for coming
and the discussions and presentations made would make Council's
deliberations more difficult. A decision would be made in the
near future, but would not likely be made today.

At approximately 11:30 A.M., the floor was then opened to a
public hearing for the purpose of borrowing funds to conduct
street paving in Lowe Farm. Present for this hearing were Ron
Wiens, Jake Brown, Abe Dersksen and Jean Hildebrand.
Councillor Groening reviewed the proposal of the paving of a
portion of Reimer Street in Lowe Farm and the costs involved
and how these costs would be recovered.

Mrs. Hildebrand questioned as to how long the pavement would
last. How good will be the product when it is finished. There
is also a certain amount of truck traffic on the street which
is going to affect the asphalt in a negative manner.

Mr. Ron Wiens stated that with the government grant on the
project, we should definitely proceed with the paving.

Mr. Jake Brown also questioned how long the pavement would stay
in good condition.

Reeve Martens thanked them for coming and closed the hearing.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Louis Palud:
#225/96. Whereas we plan to conduct a local improvement of
paving a portion of Reimer Street in Lowe Farm;
Therefore Be It Resolved that Residential properties are to
have a maximum frontage rate of 175 feet and the School property
set at 600 feet frontage for this project.

Carried.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:

#226/96. Resolved that we now approve the list of accounts

for September 11, 1996 in the amount of $322,366.72.
Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#227/96. Resolved that By-law No. 1496/96, being a by-law
authorizing the borrowing for a street paving on Reimer Street,
be now given first reading in Council as a whole with the
requirements of Section 190(2) and 190(3) of the Municipal Act
being now suspended.

Carried.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Ralph Groening:

#228/96. Resolved that the financial statement for the month
of August, 1996 be now approved as presented by the
Secretary-Treasurer.

Carried.

Council then discussed the matter of the Conditional Use
application hearing which was held earlier. After considerable
discussion on the matter it was decided to delay a decision
on the matter until our October meeting. Mr. Bartel is to be
contacted and advised to attempt to meet with the neighbors

to reach a compromise understanding on the situation.

Moved by Stan Siemens:
That the meeting be now adjourned at 1:20 P.M. with Council

agreeing to meet again at the call of the Reeve to continue
with the remainder of the agenda.
