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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Wednesday, October 9th, 1996 at 8:00 A.M. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Councillors present were: Art Friesen, Stan Siemens, Louis Palud,
Ralph Groening, Kerry Eidse, Arthur Dueck.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:

#234/96. Resolved that the agenda for the October 9th, 1996

reqular meeting be now adopted by Council as it is now amended.
Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Louis Palud:
#235/96. Resolved that the minutes of the September 11, 1996
regular meeting and the September 23, 1996 special meeting be
now adopted as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Carried.

At this time in the meeting, Council discussed the hog barn
application from Mr. Lynnford Bartel. A variety of issues
relating to this application were discussed. Council was advised
that the application and material had been forwarded to the
Provincial Livestock Review Committee for their comments.
Councillor Art Friesen requested that Council make a decision
today on this matter.

Mr. Don Harder then met with Council to discuss his Foreman's
report and he then reviewed a prepared report. Various matters
of the report were discussed with Mr. Harder. There was also
mention of the bridge on the Marsh River that required emergency
repairs and was repaired immediately on Monday.

The matter of snowfencing was presented and Council expressed
the desire not to put up snowfences this winter but to have
ridges placed in the fields instead.

Mr. Rick Nychuk met briefly with Council to discuss the building
permit for the trailer on the SWl of Section 27-6-1EPM and why
the permit had been placed on hold. Mr. Nychuk refused to discuss
the matter and gave indication that Council was to discuss the
matter with their legal counsel.

At this time in the meeting, Council met with Rick Nychuk,
Irmgard Kames, Mr. & Mrs. Franz Kames, Mrs. Black, Wally Rhymer
and Eddie Wiens. This delegation wished to further discuss the
hog barn application of Mr. Lynnford Bartel. Council allowed
the group to discuss the matter further,

At the start, Reeve Martens explained that Council is of the
opinion that the trailer permit application has no bearing on
the barn application and the trailer applicant had full prior
knowledge of the barn application and made the trailer
application with full awareness of the potential development.
Franz Kames stated that he is objecting to the size of the barn
and when questioned on that matter, he indicated that he may
have a different perspective to a small sige barn.

Rick Nychuk stated that these barns should have slurry stores
to contain the manure and that these units greatly reduce the
odour situation,

There were comments that Mr. Bartel has made no effort to contact
these people to attempt to resolved many of the concerns raised.
Irmgard Kames stated that with no attempt being made by Mr.
Bartel, what is to happen in the future should the barn be
approved. Issues must be up front and a lack of contact at this
time will create what kind of reaction in the future when
problems may arise. If he will not discuss matters at this time
how will problems be able to be dealt with.
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Councillor Dueck stated a concern of residential development
away from existing road systems and questioned why Mr. Kames
was so adamant in placing a trailer at this site across from
the barn.

Councillor Eidse indicated that the Province and the Municipality
had not addressed the issue of larger barn. The barn sites had
increased quickly from 2,000 feeders to the current application
of 8,000 feeder pigs and an indication of larger in the future.
Rick Nychuk advised Council that all barns should be made to
erect slurry stores for the barns and that injection should

be done in the spring and fall.

There was a discussion relating to the degree of smell from

a barn of 2,000 feeder pigs and that of 8,000 feeder pigs.

Mr. Kames stated that the smell increased greatly and is
intolerable with a barn of this size. He indicated that studies
in Europe have shown this to be a fact with the larger barns.
Councillor Pueck stated that the hog industry in general has
been very slow in addressing the issue of smell from these sites.
Mr. Nychuk advised that these barn applications should have
the owner residing at the site and should have roots in that
community.

A comment was made that the Steinbach area has had a great deal
of livestock for many years but that there is also a great deal
of trees which help to reduce the movement of the smell from
the barns. This particular area of this barn application has
no trees and the smell would carry far more that those area
with trees.

Council felt that the Municipal Livestock Committee should call
a meeting of this group of objectors and Mr. Bartel and see

if some form of compromise could be realized. The delegation
was then ended with this issue to meet again.

Following the delegation, Council held a lengthy discussion
on the hog industry in general and the growth of same in the
R. M. of Morris.

At 11:20 A.M. Council held a public hearing for the borrowing
of up to $200,000.00 for the upgrades to the Rosenort Water
Plant and the construction of a new sewage lift station. No
one was present for this hearing and there were no letters
received on the matter.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Stan Siemens:

#236/96. Resolved that By-law No. 1497/96, being a by-law
authorizing the borrowing of funds for the Rosenort lift station
and the water plant upgrade, be now read a first time in Council
as a whole.

Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:
#237/96. Resolved that the financial statement for the month
of September, 1996 be now approved as presented by the
Secretary-Treasurer.

Carried.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:05 P.M. and reconvened

at approximately 1:15 P.M.. Councillors Ralph Groening and Arthur
Dueck were unable to attend the afternoon session of this
meeting.

water project. They indicated that water from the R, M. of
Macdonald was available to the comunity as the water line was
currently 2 miles away. There are approximately 47 homes in
Sperling and that water is needed for this community of 110
people.
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It was mentioned that prior to proceeding with phase one of
installing a standpipe at Sperling, it would be good to know

the cost of servicing all of Sperling with water and sewer as

is proposed for phase two. Through the winter months, the
Manitoba Water Services Board would be contacted to provide

a cost estimate for the installation of sewer and water into
Sperling, a better financial understanding with Water Services
Board and P.F.R.A., and agreement with the R. M. of Macdonald

for the supply of water. When information is available, a meeting
should be held in Sperling to explain the full project.

At 2:00 P.M. a public hearing was held for the Conditional Use
Application No. 5/96 from Mr. Don Brown for the operation of

a 2,500 isowean (nursery) hog livestock feedlot.

Present were: Mr. & Mrs. Don Brown, Ken Rempel, Barb Shewchuk,
Ray Anderson and Mildred Schroeder.

Mr. Brown informed Council that he planned to build a 2500
isowean barn, which brings in pigs that are about 20 pounds
and ships them out to other barns when they are about 50 pounds.
Mrs. Shewchuk asked about the operation of the barn and about
the lagoon and whether it would have straw cover.

Mr. Brown stated that this was a relatively small operation
and that the lagoon would likely have capacity for one to two
years. The lagoon would be pumped out once per year in the fall
and that he would use his own equipment to spread the manure
and incorporate it within hours afterward. He had not planned
to have straw cover on the lagoon as he then would need to hire
someone to spread manure as well as the additional cost

of the straw cover.

Mr. Anderson asked if another barn was planned in the area to
take these pigs or where would they be shipped to.

He was informed that these pigs could be shipped anywhere and
at this time, there was no planned barn for that area to take
these pigs.

Mrs. Shewchuk asked if there was recognized distances which

an isowean barn should be from the next barn.

Mr. Rempel indicated that a recognized distance of 1 mile from
an isowean barn is preferred for reasons of disease, etc.

It was noted that the barn was being built in Mr. Brown's
yardsite and that this was a family owned operation.

Mr. Anderson indicated his concern at having a barn and he was
informed that any expansion of this Operation would again require
a Conditional Use hearing.

Mr. Brown stated that he planned to spread the manure with a
tank and incorporate as soon as possible.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Art Friesen:

#238/96. Whereas Mr. Don Brown has made application to construct

and operate a 2500 isowean (nursery) hog livestock feedlot in

the SW} of Section 10-5-1WPM;

And Whereas a public hearing was held on October 9, 199%;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of Morris

does now approve this application subject to the following

conditions:

1. That the Morris Livestock Guidelines be adhered to.

2. That a minimum two row tree shelterbelt be planted around
the lagoon site.

3. That a cold storage unit of sufficient size be installed
for dead animals.

4. That Council reserves the right to demand in future that
the lagoon have straw cover or chemical treatment.

5. That the manure be incorporated within 48 hours.

6. That the lagoon capacity be 500 day storage at ground level.

7. That the lagoon dyke and barn be at a level above the road
level.

Carried.
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Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#239/96. Resolved that we now approve the list of accounts
for October 9th, 1996 in the amount of $1,338,767.61 plus the
following additional accounts:
