He showed Council the few claims that
arise against aerial applicators exhibiting the responsible
nature of the applicators and that roundup should be allowed
to be used for crop spraying.

1. That the lagoons are to have a 500 day storage capacity
at ground level and that straw cover, as odour control,
be maintained on the lagoon by June 1st each year.

2. Council reserves the right to stipulate in future that the
owner conduct chemical treatment of the lagoons for odour
control.

3. The Morris Livestock Guidelines be adhered to.

4. That all additional driveways and access shall be at the
expense of the owner.

5. That there be a cold storage unit for the barns of sufficient
size for the dead animals.

6. That a three row tree shelter belt, of two varieties , be
planted and maintained around the yard site , by June 1,
1997.

7. That the manure disposal be done by injection.

8. That the applicant supply the Municipality with a Performance
Bond in the amount of 1% of the construction cost of the
barn facility including equipment.

9. That the buildings and lagoon dyke level be built to
Provincial Flood levels.

10. That the land area for this application is to be for the
entire guarter section to meet requirements of the Livestock
Guidelines.

11. That a caveat be registered by the Municipality at the
expense of the applicant stating that no subdivision of
the land be allowed on the NW} of Section 22, Township 6
and Range 1 EPM,

12. That caveats be registered on at least 1060 acres of
cultivated land for the purpose of spreading of the manure
and the Municipality be notified of the land in question
and that the registrations with caveats being done at the
applicants expense.

13. The applicant be responsible for the road upgrade and all
gravel beyond the standard amount which will be placed by
the Municipality.
