The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting on Wednesday, November 20, 1996 at 10:00 a.m. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Councillors present were: Louis Palud, Art Friesen, Kerry Eidse,
Arthur Dueck, Ralph Groening.

The purpose of this special meeting was for the purpose of
hold our Board of Revision and to also continue with the
remaining agenda from the November 13, 1996 regular meeting.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Art Friesen:

R. M. of Morris be hereby now appointed to the Board of Revision
for the R. M. of Morris and which meeting will be held on
November 20, 1996.

Mr. Herman Hiebert of the Municipal Assessment Branch then
discussed with Council the changes that have happened to the
Assessment Act and what these changes will mean. The Municipal
reassessments are now to be done on a regular 4 year cycle

and that our next reassessment will take effect in 1998. This
1998 reassessment will be based on a 1995 dollar value. The
assessment branch now has more authority in requesting
information, especially where the assessment is based on income
information.

Council now has more authority in the appointing of its Board
of Revision. Because of the reassessment, the next Board of
Revision will likely be held in March or April, 1997.

The reassessment of the R. M. of Morris should be starting

in late November, 1996 and could take approximately one month
to complete.

Councillor Dueck commented that during this reassessment, there
needs to be a greater degree of communication to the landowners
at the time and explain what basic changes will be taking place.
Mr. Hiebert agreed that communication is important and that
the assessment representatives doing the reassessment are
instructed to do so.

Councillor Eidse asked about trucking operations and the
assessment on barns and in particular investor barns.

Mr. Hiebert noted that there is nothing his branch can do on
trucking operations other than assess the buildings that they
own. As for the barn assessment, they are considered as
agricultural and there is no criteria change because of the
type of ownership. It makes no difference if is a corporate
barn owned by non-farmers or if it is farmer owned, the
assessment and classifications are the same.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:10 p.m. and reconvened
at 1:20 p.m.

Councillor Dueck advised Council that because of the snow and
other factors, it is felt that snowblower is needed for the
municipality. This would require a tractor of greater horsepower
than what the Municipality currently has. Therefore a tractor
and mower are needed and the Equipment Committee are to look
into prices for a tractor and blower.
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Councillor Dueck mentioned that the Municipality had requested
a meeting with the R. M. of Rhineland concerning the Boundary
Drain and the Secretary-Treasurer is to look into the
arrangements for this meeting.

Councillor Dueck then informed Council he could not stay for
the remainder of the meeting due to other commitments and he
excused himself from the meeting at 2:30 p.m.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Edise:
