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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Wednesday, January 8th, 1997 at 10:00 A.M. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Council members present were: Ralph Groening, Arthur Dueck,
Stan Siemens, Louis Palud, Art Friesen, Kerry Edise.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Stan Siemens:

#1/97. Resolved that the agenda for the January 8, 1997 regular

meeting be now adopted as it is now amended or may be amended.
Carried.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#2/97. Resolved that a letter be written to Mr. Frank Pitura
congratulating him on his appointment as Minister of Government
Services with the Government of Manitoba.

Carried.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Ralph Groening:

#3/97. Resolved that the minutes of the December 11, 1996
reqular meeting and the December 12, 1996 special meetings be
now adopted as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer and as they
have been amended.

Carried.

Councillor Ralph Groening updated Council on a recent Livestock
Committee meeting. They met on January 6, 1997 and amongst their
discussions were the aspects of the setup of the Committee.

With relation to the hog industry, discussions involved the

size requirements for barns, distances between barns, how much
hog production is wanted in the Municipality, having requirements
in place for barn applications. Also mentioned was having a
house and occupant on the barn site and whether or not it should
be or if it is necessary.

pDuring the Council discussion on the report, it was questioned
as to whether further members need to be appointed to this
committee.

At 11:00 A.M., Council held a public hearing for Mr. Byron
Ioewen's Conditional Use 7/96 application for a 100 sow farrow
to weanling hog barn operation. Mr. Loewen reviewed with Council
his application and aspects of the yard set up and operation.
Council indicated to Mr. Loewen that there were a number of
residences near his proposed site and that he should be obtaining
their approval or acceptance of his proposal.

Mr. Don Harder, Public Works Foreman, then met with Council

to present his report to Council. He presented Council with

his written report. He discussed the snow ridges along the roads
and that the crawler units are being used to push down these
ridges to help eliminate further drifting problems. He informed
Council that Henry Dueck's grader unit has 5,994 hours on it
and discussion ensued as to whether the machine should be traded
off.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:10 P.M. and reconvened
at approximately 1:00 P.M.

Moved by Stan Siemens, Seconded by Art Friesen:
#4/97. Resolved that Council accept the Board of Revision date
of April, 16th, 1997 at 10:00 A.M. for our 1998 assessment
appeals.

Carried.
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Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Art Friesen:
#5/97. Resolved that Mr. Howard Brown and a Rosenort
representative be authorized to attend the Manitoba Water Waste
Assoc. seminar in Brandon on February 17-19, 1997 with terms
being as in past years.

Carried.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#6/97. Resolved that J. R. Cousin Consultants be engaged to
do the engineering work needed to upgrade the Rosenort Water
System pumphouse and provide needed drawings required by the
Dept. of Environment and Water Services Board.

Carried.

Councillor Louis Palud excused himself from the remainder of
the meeting.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
7/97. Resolved that we pay the amount of $150.00 to the Boyne
River Mutual Aid Fire District.

Carried.

Council then held a public hearing concerning the Conditional
Use application of Mr. Don Brown for a 2000 feeder hog feedlot.
Present at this hearing were Mr. & Mrs. Don Brown, Ray Anderson,
Don Lewis, Sally Lewis, Peter Friesen, Francis Anderson, Barb
Shewchuk and Mildred Schroeder.

Mrs. Brown presented to Council their proposal for this barn
and how it would be set up and operated. The lagoon would have
a 500 day storage capacity at ground level and that the cost

of the barn and equipment would be $400,000.00 to $500,000.00.
Mr. Ray Anderson then read his letter of opposition to Council.
Mrs. Sally Lewis expressed opposition to this application because
the barn is in close proximity to neighboring residences.

Mr. Francis Anderson also expressed his opposition to this
application. They already have a barn to the NW of their
residence and this barn would be in the SE and would increase
their smell problem by being between two barns. Hog barns are
now becoming now of an industrial enterprise rather that an
agricultural one. He has lived in the area since 1949 and hopes
to live there a while longer, but the hog barns are creating

a problem of smell to the residences in the area.

Mr. Peter Friesen told Council that he attended to hear comments
of the hearing and that he had no opinion of being in favor

or opposed to the application.

Mrs. Barbara Shewchuk stated that this is the 3rd application
at that site in the last 9 months and this is too much. There
are residences close to this proposed site and there is continual
applications for hog barns made. The wind direction in the summer
is mainly from the South and that would affect them. They already
smell the barn that is NW of them and also the one that is 3
miles Bast to the East. The barn needs to be well managed and
have straw cover on the lagoon and this should help to eliminate
much of the odour. The municipality should have a long range
strategy for these hog barns.

Reeve Martens guestioned the status of the Isowean barn
application and Mr. Brown indicated that currently it was
unknown.

Councillor Dueck asked if his isowean barn could connect to
another operation and company. Mr. Brown responded that being
able to do that was very doubtful.

Reeve Martens asked those present for their comments regarding
the smell from other barns in the area. Most commented that
they do smell the barn to the NW of them.

Councillor Groening asked if anyone had number of days that

they smell their neighbors barn. Mr. Ray Anderson indicated
that he did not know the number of days but was noticing that

it was becoming more frequent.
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Conditional Use Hearing

Mrs. Brown stated that they were trying to keep their farm going
and that bad barns should not reflect on a new application and
how they would manage the barn. They currently have a chicken
barn and asked those present as to whether or how often they
smelled that barn. The general consensus was only when they
cleaned out the barn.

Councillor Dueck asked if property near them were available ,
would Mr. Brown be interested if a location away from neighbors
could be found. Mr. Brown responded that if would then be away
from his yard and would require travel to the barn and there
would be additional costs relating to a different site.

At this point, the hearing was ended that Reeve Martens thanked
everyone for attending.

Moved by Stan Siemens, Seconded by Art Friesen:

#8/97. Whereas Mr. Byron Loewen has made application to

construct and establish a 100 sow farrow to weanling hog

livestock feedlot operation on the SE} of Section 26-5-1WPM;

aAnd Whereas a public hearing was held for this application on

January 8, 1997;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the Rural

Municipality of Morris does now approve this application subject

to the following conditions:

1. That the lagoon is to have a 500 day minimum storage capacity
at ground level and that straw cover, as odour control,
be maintained on the lagoon by June 1st each year.

2. Council reserves the right to stipulate in future that the
owner conduct chemical treatment of the lagoon for odour
control.

3. That the Morris Livestock Guidelines be adhered to.

4. That all additional driveways and accesses shall be at the
expense of the owner.

5. That there be a cold storage unit of sufficient size for
the dead animals.

6. That a three row tree shelter belt, of two varieties, be
planted and maintained around the barn ad lagoon site by
June 1, 1997,

7. That the manure disposal be done by injection.

8. That the buildings and lagoon dyke level be built to

Provincial Flood levels.

9. That written acceptance by neighboring residences be provided
to the Municipality for all within 3/4 mile of the lagoon
site.

10. That the applicant supply the Municipality with a performance
bond in the amount of 1% of the construction cost of the
barn facility including equipment.

Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#9/97. Whereas Don Brown has made application to construct
and establish a 2000 feeder hog livestock feedlot operation
on the SWi of Section 10-5-1WPM;
And Whereas a public hearing was held for this application on
January 8, 1997;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of Morris
rejects this application based on the proximity to neighboring
residences stipulated under Section 10.4 and 10.5 of the Morris
Livestock Guidelines.

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Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#10/97. Whereas there is a new formula for financial involvement
with the Manitoba Water Services Board;
And Whereas the Community of Sperling is in the process of
connecting to the R. M. of Macdonald water system;
And Whereas the water system being brought to the community
of Sperling will provide needed opportunities for economic
development;
Therefore Be It Resolved that we apply to the Water Services
Board for a 50% funding for this proposed project.

Mr. Larry Skoglund, Mr. Jack Murray and Mr. Dale Hoffman met
with Council concerning the Morris Ambulance Service.

Mr. Skoglund explained to Council the number of calls made from
July to December 1996 and reviewed a profile of the Ambulance
Service and the % of calls. He requested that the R. M. of Morris
become involved in the services and contribute to the operation
and the contract staff, It is requested that the Municipality
contribute $5,000.00 which would be towards the salary of staff.
For 1997, the ambulance funding will come from the Regional
Health Authority. It is hoped that staff would be the organizer
and the centre of service, co-ordinated through the Morris
Ambulance Service. Currently, an Ambulance call cost $90.00

as a basic cost plus mileage. A trip to Winnipeg is about
$200.00. Larger service area will likely require higher levels
of training for the staff and this will likely reflect that
more paid people on staff will be required. It is hoped that
Morris, Emerson and Sanford could be under one general
co-ordinator from the Morris Ambulance Service, They are asking
for financial support from the Municipality and a representative
on the Ambulance Board.

Councillor Stan Siemens then moved the adjournment of this
meeting at 5:30 P.M. and Council agreed to meet again on
January 9th, 1997 at 10:00 A.M.
