The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Thursday, February 13, 1997 at 10:00 A.M. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Councillors present were: Ralph Groening, Kerry Eidse,
Arthur Dueck, Louis Palud.

The regular meeting of Council had been postponed due to a Court
Hearing and notification was given that the regular meeting
scheduled for February 12, 1997 had been postponed to

February 13, 1997.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#23/97. Resolved that the agenda for the February 13,1 997
regular meeting be now adopted as it is now amended or may be
amended.

Louis Palud - Employee Relations meeting

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Louis Palud:
#24/97. Resolved that the minutes of the January 8, 1997 regular
meeting and the January 9, 1997 special meeting be now adopted
as presented by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Council spent considerable time reviewing the written
presentation from the Sperling Water Committee. In the written
request, they requested that the R. M. of Morris contribute
funds into the project of bringing water in their community.
They also asked that a rural area be set up to help pay for
this debenture for this project. The area in question is to
be 6 miles East from our Western limit and 7 miles South from
our Northern limit.

Council questioned as to just how much support there is in the
area for that method of financing the debenture. After much
discussion, it was decided that we would proceed with a by-law
for this borrowing authorization, however due to the new
Municipal Act, the requirements of initiating such a borrowing
authorization for a Local Improvement area has changed greatly.

At 11:30 a.m., Council met with Mr. Don Harder, our Public Works
Foreman. Mr. Harder read his written report to Council and then
answered questions which Council had concerning our snow plowing
and snow clearing. It was decided that the Municipality should

have a credit card so that emergency purchases could be bought
without inconvenience.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:05 p.m. and reconvened
at approximately 1:10 p.m.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:

#25/97. Resolved that our Equipment Committee, Stan Siemens
and Louis Palud, be authorized to purchase a highway truck for
the Municipality at a cost of $12,000.00 with our truck being
used as a trade.

Mr. Larry Skoglund of the Morris Ambulance met with Council

to discuss his meeting with Mr. Gary Buchanan and also his
position of coordinator for the Ambulance Service. He informed
Council that he advised Mr. Buchanan of various options involving
ambulance services. A regional ambulance system requires all
persons to have a high degree of training. And it would appear
that the most reascnable situation is for the maintenance of
smaller area services and we hope that the current ambulance
in Morris can be maintained. There is a concern that with the
new regional health authorities, the ambulance systems will
assimilated into larger units and this is believed to be
detrimental to this community.

Mr. Skoglund indicated to Council that his position of
coordinator is to try to maintain the service for the area and
to conduct public relations in the community relative to the
ambulance service. His current contract is with the Town of
Morris for three days per week service and the current contract
is until October 31, 1997. He had previously asked that the

R. M. of Morris consider financial support to the position of
coordinator.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:
#26/97. Resolved that we agree to pay Mr. Larry Skoglund the
equivalent amount of $5,000.00 per annum which shall be prorated
for the period from February 15, 1997 to October 31, 1997 and
be in conjunction with his contract with the Town of Morris
and that this is for his services as Ambulance Coordinator for
the Morris Ambulance Service.

Resolved that the R. M. of Morris approve the 1997 financial
contribution to the Valley Regional Library in the amount of
$4,755.00.
