The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting on Tuesday, February 25, 1997 at 9:00 a.m. in the Council
Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

This special meeting was called for the purpose of continuing
with the remainder of the February 13, 1997 regular meeting.
Following the completion of the remainder of the meeting agenda,
Council is to hold a meeting to consider our 1997 financial
plan.

At this point in the meeting, Council held a length discussion
on our Fire Departments and the creation of Special Areas for
our separate Fire Departments. These special area would cover
the area now being serviced by each Fire Department and that

the creation of these areas would allow each separate department
to levy more or less than other departments depending on the
needs of that particular department and that the property within
that special area for that Fire Department would then be levied
upon to provide for the needs of that Fire Department. The method
of Fire Departments presenting such financial requests was
discussed but there was no consensus as to how and in what manner
such taxation requests would be brought to Council.

The formation of any such special area districts cannot be done
for 1997 as the requirements for such under the Municipal Act
do not allow sufficient time to provide for this in our 1997
budget. But it was felt that this concept is workable for 1998.
The 1997 operating funding to Fire Departments would be done

in a similar manner whereby the Fire Department's allocation

of funds would be done according to the area assessments of
their particular with one mill rate calculation being
attributable to all. Council felt that a reserve fund levy was
no longer necessary as the operating fund allocation would be

an accumulation of both and that any reserve fund contributions
would be requested to be set aside by the departments from their
operating funds.
