The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Wednesday, March 12, 1997 at 10:00 a.m. in the Council
Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

#64/97. Resolved that the minutes of the February 13, 1997

regular meeting and the February 25, 1997 special meeting be

now adopted as presented by the Municipal Administrator.

Mr. Herman Hiebert and Mr. Lloyd Funk of the Morden Assessment
Branch met with Council to discuss the 1998 assessment impacts.
Mr. Hiebert reviewed a written report with Council. The 1998
reassessments being done have a reference year of 1995 and that
these reassessments are to be done every four years. The 1998
assessment notices would be sent out soon and the assessors
will be answering phone calls relating to these assessments
and they will also be in Morris for one day to meet with people
to answer questions relating to this assessment.

According to information, the R. M. of Morris has increased

by 4.3%, however the Municipality has not yet been completed
and this percentage will likely change once a final figure is
known.

It would appear from information at this time that the greatest
increase is with the farm residential properties. The Board

of Revision for the R. M. of Morris is scheduled for April, /(™
1997 for this reassessment.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:15 p.m. and reconviened
at approximately 1:30 p.m.

Mr. Dennis Schindler, Morris Ag.-Rep., then met with Council.

He is now involved as an Emergency Measures Organization contact
liaison for this area. His involvement will be to discuss the
needs in the area and to provide assistance and support for

the movement of livestock and the possible movement of grain.

He also brought to Council's attention the change of focus within
his office. The greatest thrust will be in Value Added aspects
and Livestock Development, within his area. As the Provincial
policies are targeted to a value Added growth and that this

area has potential for Livestock Development, his office is
changing slightly to be more in tune to these matters.
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Cpl. Neil Griffith, Cpl. Dick Graham and Sgt. J. Martin of the
Morris R.C.M.P. Detachment then met with Council. Cpl. Griffith
read to Council a report concerning police activities and crime
in the Municipality during 1996. Council then discussed these
matters with Cpl. Griffith and the impacts that is realized.
Council also questioned concerns relating to lighting on
agricultural equipment. This matter is now before a Government
Committee, however there are currently relations pertaining

to equipment lighting. There was discuss on the merits of having
signs and lights even during the daylight hours. The other
aspects discussed was the ever increasing size of farm machinery
and the hazards created on the roads.

The R.C.M.P. also mentioned issues of enforcement, when there
may be some discretionary judgment made and when enforcement
must take place. Their job does involve peoples lives and their
judgments and decisions made do impact situations.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#65/97. Resolved that Mr. Walter Sorckowsky be now engaged
as our scale operator for the 1997 gravel program with salary
being the same as 1996.

Carried.

Council then met with Mr. Don Harder, Public Works Foreman.

Mr. Harder read his report to Council and questions and
discussions tock place at various intervals of the presentation.
Mr. Harder asked Council on the degree of snow removal on
weekends, etc. whether to maintain current service or cut back.
With the impending flood and water problems, he asked about
removal of snow from ditches, bridges and culverts and what
action we will be taking and when we are to start such work.
Also discussed was employees currently on salary and whether
there was sufficient work to keep the crawler operators working
and on salary until such time as there normal spring call back
would take place. Council felt that if sufficient work was not
available then they should be notified of possible lay-off until
spring recall.

Also discussed was the possible renting of equipment for flood
purposes and whether we should be booking at this time for
equipment needed.

Mr. Harder also informed Council on the signs and sand bags
currently at the shop for flood use. He also advised Council

of the number of hours that have been put on the eguipment this
year or through the winter months.

Moved by Councillor Stan Siemens:

That this special meeting be now adjourned at 4:45 p.m. and
Council agreed to meet again on Friday, March 14, 1997 at 8:00
a.m. to consider our budget proposal and to continue with the
remainder of the agenda.
