what policy the municipality is to undertake in this venue.

It was felt by Council that at the initial stages, people should
be purchasing their work sand and sand bags. They do get
compensated by the Disaster Assistance Board and that they should
be somewhat responsible for protecting their properties.
Therefore, until such time as an emergency situation is declared,
people are to make arrangements to purchase the sand that they
need and that sandbags will be available for sale by the
Municipality.
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Moved by Stan Siemens, Seconded by Louis Palud:
#77/97. Resolved that we accept a lease agreement with Powell
Equipment for a Caterpillar 322L Excavator for a period of 4
months according to the document dated March 21 , 1997.

on the roads when cleaning their driveways. Council's view was
that those people should be billed for our having to clean off
this area of the road.
