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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Wednesday, April 9th, 1997 at 10:00 a.m. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.

Council Present were: Ralph Groening, Arthur Dueck, Louis Palud,
Kerry Eidse, Stan Siemens.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Ralph Groening:

481/97. Resolved that the agenda for the April 9, 1997 regular

meeting be now accepted as it is presented and as may be amended.
Carried.

At the start of the meeting, Council discussed a recent death

in a local family and Council felt that they would like to assist
the family in some way. There was considerable discussion on

the municipality collecting donations for the Les Dyck Family.
The local church in Lowe Farm is to be contacted to see if they
will take up the cause and at that time, the Municipality would
no longer be involved in the situation. It was Council's feeling
that the collection of these donations would be done over a
period of time yet to be determined. The donations would be
turned over to a special fund for the family.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:
#82/97. Resolved that due to a tragedy in the Les Dyck family,
the Rural Municipality of Morris agrees to collect donations
to assist this family.

Carried.

Council then discussed a matter of a municipal employee and
the work performance of that employee. There was considerable
discussion on the matter. The Employee Relations Committee will
be meeting soon with the employee to discuss the situation and
his possible retirement and other options that may be still
open at this time.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:00 noon and reconvened
at approximately 1:20 p.m.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Ralph Groening:

#83/97. Resolved that the minutes of the March 12, 1997 regular

meeting and the March 14 and March 26, 1997 special meeting

be now adopted as presented by the Municipal Administrator.
Carried.

Mr. Dwayne Penner, who is the local Recreation Director, then
met with Council to introduce himself to Council and to bring
Council some information as to his roll in the area and his
involvement and degree of assistance to groups for projects

that would fall within his position as Recreation Director.

The Reeve commented that there needs to be more representation
from the Municipality on this Recreation Board. Mr. Penner agreed
with this, however, the terms of the current board members are
set. When changes to the Board do take place, he understood

that Municipal representatives need to be on this Board.

At 2:00 p.m., Council met with Mr. Sam Schellenberg of the
Pembina Valley Water Co-Op. Also present at this time was Mr.
Farl Braun of the L.U.D. of Rosenort Committee.

Mr. Schellenberg mentioned that the Water Co-Op has been working
on this water system involving 15 municipalities for 7 or 8
years and that the entire proj ect will cost approximately 21
million dollars. They currently have funding of 3 million from
the Province and Federal Government's with an additional 3
million dollars being provided by the Water Co-Op.
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The initial stage of the project is to have water treatment
plants at Letellier and at Morris. The ILetellier water plant

is to be tripled in size while the new Morris water plant is

fo be about the size of the Letellier current plant. The new
Morris water plant is to cost 3.5 million dollars and the
Ietellier plant expansion is to cost 3 million dollars. The
water line plan for our area is that a 12" water line would
extend along P.T.H. 23 until the line "pl's" to Rosenort and
then it will be an 8" line to Rosenort and to Lowe Farm.

The water being supplied would cost $4.15/1000 gallons supplied
to Rosenort and Lowe Farm. When this takes place the comunities
would use this system entirely and would have no further need
to use their own treatment facilities. The Water Co-Op system
would provide a guarantee a water supply, the quality of water
and would provide greater access to treated water for other
areas of the Municipality. The existing water plants in Rosenort
and Lowe Farm would still be required to repressurize and pump
the water to the clients currently within the existing systems.
Tt was estimated that with grants from P.F.R.A. and the Water
Services Board, approximately 2 hookups per mile at an individual
contribution of $6,500.00 should be able to pay for the line
installation.

The treatment plants are planned to be operational by early

in 1998 and the line to Lowe Farm and Rosenort would be put

in in the fall of 1998. The lines being extended to Lowe Farm
and Rosenort would depend on available further funding from

the Province and Federal Governments.

The route that the water line would take will be for the Morris
Municipality Council to decide upon given that the distances
and costs to the Water Co-Op are similar. This decision will
have to be made shortly.

Having this Water Co-Op system in place would then allow the
Municipality to extend water lines into the rural communities
where such need is shown.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:

#84/97. Resolved that the Manitoba Telephone System be contacted

expressing Council's concerns relating to the following matters:

1. That the M.T.S. pedestals be marked to be visible above
the snow levels and that the Municipality not be responsible
to any damage done to unmarked pedestals.

2. fThat the M.T.S. buried cables be a minimum depth of 18 inches
pelow our ditch profile bottom levels and that M.T.S. be
totally responsible for all lines not at that minimum depth
and that this would include any damaged lines not meeting
this minimum standard. Also that being in close proximity
to culverts the depth minimum shall be calculated from the
culvert bottom.

Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Louis Palud:

#85/97. Resolved that the financial statement for the month
of March, 1997 be now approved as presented by the Municipal
Administrator.

Carried.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:

Whereas By-law No. 1503/97 was given first reading
on March 26, 1997;
and Whereas this by-law is for the purpose of setting the 1997
Council Indemnity rates;
Therefore Be It Resolved that By-law No. 1503/97 be now given
second and third readings in Council as a whole.
