The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting on Friday, May 16, 1997 at 10:00 a.m. in the Frienship
Centre in Lowe Farm.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Council members present were: Ralph Groening, Art Friesen,
Stan Siemens, Louis Palud, Arthur Dueck, Kerry Eidse.

At the start of the meeting, Council discussed the aspect of
the earth dykes that were built on municipal roads during the
flood and whether these dykes should remain part of the road
system. Some members of Council felt that they should be allowed
to remain with their being proper slopes given to allow for
travel on the road with gravel placement and proper side slopes
being done. Because of the time factors involved and these roads
needing to be vehicle ready as soon as possible, it was felt
that at the current time, the dykes should be removed and the
road regravelled to allow for normal traffic. What levels would
be acceptable is assumed to be stated in a new flood protection
program that is to be announced shortly. The roads with dykes
on them and all roads in general are to be opened as soon as
possible and made passable.

On the matter of our sandbags uses, there is to be an effort
made to try to obtain an accountability of the number of bags
used by each property. Although it was not resolved in what
manner this would be accomplished.

On the matter of re-entry of Rosenort, Council felt that this
could only pertain to the area within the dyke and that there
must be definite road availability. P.R. 422 is 0.K., except
for the few remaining dykes which will be taken down soon and
P.R. 330 is indicated to the open soon.

It was decided by Council that the official re-entry of the
area with the Rosenort dyke will be Tuesday, May 20th, 1997
at 12:00 noon.

Council also discussed the general re-entry to other individuals
and the general guidelines of previous meetings would remain.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:
#123/97. Resolved that Mr. Art Cornelsen be how hired as a
flood employee to co-ordinate the building cleanup and
restoration in the R. M. of Morris at a salary of $2,500.00
per month plus mileage.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#124/97. Resolved that we now approve the following accounts
in the amount of $944,276.39 plus the following account:
J. S. Sigfusson & Sons $138,622.24
