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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Wednesday, June 11, 1997 at 9:00 a.m. in the Council
Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Council Members present were: Ralph Groening, Kerry Eidse,
Art Friesen, Arthur Dueck, Stan Siemens, Louis Palud.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Louis Palud:

#135/97. Resolved that the minutes of the April 9, 1997 regular

meeting and the April 10, April 16, May 7, May 12, May 20,

May 23, May 28, May 30 and June 6, 1997 special meetings be

now adopted as presented by the Municipal Administrator.
Carried.

Council then held a lengthy discussion relating to the Pembina
Valley Water Co-Op and how the program is believed to work.
The proposed connection to Lowe Farm and Rosenort was the main
item of discussion. Our understanding is that these centres
must connect to the proposed system and purchase water from
same. This cost of water is believed to be higher than current
charges and that there was considerable uncertainty of the

R. M. of Morris joining this water proposal.

Mr. Brian Petzold and Mr. Larry Mann of the Dept. of Highways
met with Council to present a proposal for the changes to the
routing of P.T.H. 3 at Sperling. Their proposal is to make the
highway curves more gradual. P.R. 205 would then be changed

to conmnect to P.R. 336. For Sperling, the access roads would
be Station Street from the East, then down Main Street and West
on Henry Street to the Municipal Road (former P.R.336) then
South to P.T.H. 3. The drainage along P.T.H. 3 is to be rerouted
to the south side of the Highway and the drain would be between
P.R. 205 and P.T.H. 3. There was a question of trucks being
able to turn off 205 onto 336 and then onto No. 3 and it was
indicated that this issue would be checked into.

Council indicated that because of the magnitude of the changes
that they should hold a public meeting in Sperling and that

was agreed to and would be held very soon.

Council then discussed the intersection of P.R. 205 and

P.T.H. 75. Council asked that a turning arch be installed at
this intersection. Due to the flood damage at the intersection,
would it be possible to have this turning arch installed at
this time. It was indicated that such a project would be
unlikely.

It was agreed to meet again on the matter of drainage along
P.T.H. 3 once a final situation is realized.

There is a drainage problem along the West side of P.T.H. 75

to the South of Morris and this situation was discussed. The
situation was explained of needing to drain water into the Morris
dyke ditch and that the situation would be further considered
by Highways.

Mr. Don Harder, Public Works Foreman, met with Council. On the
matter of the amount of equipment being used by the Municipality,
all excavators should be equipped with lasers and he asked how
much equipment was being kept working and for how long.

The matter of having a supervisor for some equipment was
discussed and it was felt that we should use the foreman's of

the companies currently working for the municipality. They should
be able to supervise more equipment that the machines of their

own company.

Council then recessed for lunch at 11:55 a.m. and reconvened
at approximately 1:15 p.m.
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Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Art Friesen:
#136/97. Whereas the C.N.R. has controlled crossing signals
at the former P.R. 330 intersection on the SW corner of R.L.
353;
And Whereas it is believed that these signals are no longer
required and that they may be replaced by stop signs;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the C.N.R. be authorized to remove
the signal crossings at this location and that they install
stop signs or cross buck signs at this location.

Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Art Friesen:

#137/97. Resolved that the R. M. of Morris agree to help sponsor
the Free Stage at the Manitoba Stampede and donate $300.00
towards this event.

Carried.

Moved by Louis Palud, Seconded by Stan Siemens:

#138/97. Resolved that By-law No. 1507/97, being a borrowing
by-law for the R. M. of Morris, be now given first reading in
Council as a whole,

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Louis Palud:

#139/97. Resolved that By-law No. 1507/97, having been read

a first time, be now given second and third readings in Council
as a whole with the requirements of the Municipal Act being
now suspended.

#140/97. Resolved that the list of accounts for June 11, 1997
be now approved for payment in the amount of $881 +315.11 plus
the following additional accounts:
