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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting on Wednesday, July 16, 1997 at 9:00 a.m. in the Council
Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Council Members present were: Ralph Groening, Kerry Eidse,
Stan Siemens, Louis Palud, Art Friesen, Arthur Dueck.

The purpose of this special meeting was to continue with the
remainder of the agenda from the July 9, 1997 meeting and to
also meet with Mr. Sam Schellenberg of the Pembina Valley Water
Co-op.

Council met with Mr. Sam Schellenberg of the Pembina Valley
Water Co-op to explain and discuss the proposed community water
project. He indicated that the water from this water co-op would
cost $4.15 per 1000 gallons. With the use of water from their
system, there is no further water treatment required, however,
the distribution of the water remains the responsibility of

the municipality. They would provide water to the concrete
reservoir in Lowe Farm or Rosenort and the municipality would
be responsible for distribution after that point.

Councillor Eidse expressed that it would be better locally to
have the federal money being made directly available to the
municipal systems.

Mr. Schellenberg stated that the systems must totally convert
to water purchase from this system. Should it be that the
municipality not decide to joint Lowe Farm and Rosenort to the
co-op, then he would have to lock for ancther supply of customers
for the system.

Councillor Eidse stated that a dam on the Morris River will
create a large water supply for the Rosenort water system. He
also questioned why Rosenort and Lowe Farm would not be allowed
to continue and P.V.W.C. continue to extend water lines to the
rural area.

Mr. Schellenberg indicated that it was not practical to do so
because of the small customer base. This is a water co-op project
and when the capital is paid off, then the water rate to the
municipality will be reduced. The projected actual costs of
water for the system is approximately $1.50.

Mr. Schellenberg noted that U.S. water quality standards are
much higher than Canada's and should Canada's standards be
upgraded, then the smaller systems may have difficulty meeting
those standards. Any future water quality regulations would
likely mean major plant upgrades for the smaller systems.
Councillor Groening indicated concern of the existing debentures
for the Lowe Farm and Rosenort utilities. He felt that in some
areas, there was definite interest in Rural water lines.

Mr. Schellenberg informed Council that the current plan is to
provide a 12" line from Morris to the point where the line would
split and go to Rosenort and Lowe Farm and the line would then
be an 8" line to Rosenort and a 6" line to Lowe Farm. The
P.V.W.C. is responsible for the main line from the Morris water
treatment plant until it enters the reservoir in Lowe Farm and
Rosenort.

The Lowe Farm and Rosenort systems would still remain responsible
for the pumping of water for the local systems and the continued
maintenance of those lines and the lagoon as well.

With the Municipality joining this P.V.W.C. project, the local
water rates would likely have to increase to at least $6.00

per 1000 gallons, however, a more detailed study would have

to be done to analyze the costs impact.

Mr. Schellenberg stated that he requires a resolution of Council
indicating the R. M. of Morris desire to join the P.V.W.C. water
project. The project is designed to be happening very soon and
time factors at this juncture are very tight.
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The overall project plans to spend 12 million dollars for this
stage of the project and a further 8 million to complete the
project would be done in the near future. Plans are that the
water treatment plant in Morris would commence soon and that

in the fall of 1997 there would be line extensions done to where
the "TI" to Rosenort and Lowe Farm is to take place. Therefore
the timing of commitments is very important.

The water plant in Morris would hire 2 people and 2 people for
the letellier water plant. He indicated that he has no concerns
of water quality involving the Red River water.

Following this presentation, Councillor Kerry Eidse then excused
himself from the remainder of the meeting.

Council held further discussions on the proposal and the various
impacts of such an undertaking on the local systems and the
ability to supply water to rural areas.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#182/97. Whereas the Pembina Valley Water Co-Op has proposed
to provide water to the Lowe Farm and Rosenort water systems;
And Whereas this request is to supply exclusive water to these
communities with an understanding of guaranteed quantity and
quality of water;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris
agree that the Pembina Valley Water Co-Op supply water to
Rosenort and Lowe Farm and that the R. M. of Morris consider
the agreement needed for this project.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:45 p.m. and reconvened
at 2:00 p.m.

Councillor Art Friesen was unable to return for the afterncon
session of the meeting.

The R. M. of Morris has lost its emergency response answering
system with the closure of Eventide Home. There is now need

to create a new system for our Fire Emergency Response answering
system. Council discussed the various possibilities of this
problems and what avenues are available to the Municipality.

#183/97. Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris commence
proceedings to join the 911 Fire Emergency response system in
Brandon.

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of Morris
does now authorize that the tower and base be relocated to the
Rosenort Fire Hall and that a paging terminal be authorized
for purchase and that 2 radios for each department be converted
to enable that the estimated cost for this to be approximately
$8,500.00.
