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The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting on Friday, July 25, 1997 at 7:30 a.m. at Burkes
Restaurant in Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Councillors present were: Arthur Dueck, Louis Palud, Art
Friesen, Stan Siemens.

The purpose of this special meeting was to discuss matters
pertaining to the meeting with Government Ministers Petura and
Cummings on July 30, 1997. Also under discussion was the matter
of outstanding accounts payable.

Following a considerable discussion on the issues of the dyking
program, the following questions and topics were felt to be
of importance to this meeting.

Flood What is a Community Dyke and what constitutes a Community?
Dyking Can local people take on the Municipal Share of a Community
Program Dyke?

Discussion What is the responsibility of existing and future dykes?
Where dykes connect to municipal roads, what elevations are
to be imposed for the road?

What is the status of the Rosenort West Dyke?

What is the status of the Rosenort Dyke to the East of Rosenort?
What is the status of an Aubigny Dyke?

What is the status of a Riverside Dyke?

What is status of a dyking of River Road South?

Does the program allow for the purchase of land or easement
for having a dyke on someone else's land for a personal dyke
or a community dyke?

Is any road buildup part of a dyke program where the proposal
is to have the dyke part of the dyke?

Private flood claims funding for house rebuilding seems to be
a problem and people are in need of financal help in getting
started.

It was felt that Council would also comment on the matter of
flood waters and their patterns and that the aspects of the
floodway, the "z" Dyke and other road reconstructions have
enhanced the flooding situation.

in the amount of $1200.00 be cancelled.

#194/97. Resolved that we authorize payment of our M.T.S.
mobility billing for our flood cellular phones and that
individuals who have received these phones be responsible for
charges beyond the initial phone activation.
