Requirement

THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting on Wednesday, August 6, 1997 at 7:30 a.m. in the Village
Kitchen in Rosenort, Manitoba.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Councillors present were: Ralph Groening, Louis Palud, Arthur
Dueck, Art Friesen, Kerry Eidse, Stan Siemens.

The purpose of this special meeting was to discuss community
dyke proposals ad other aspects of individual dyke protection
work and raising of houses.

At the start of the meeting a situation at Mr. Barrie Fraese's
yard site involving the existing dyke and diverting of the Morris
River was discussed by Council.

There are many individuals who plan to or are now building dykes
around their property and connecting these dykes into the
municipal road. Council now discussed the many aspects of such
dykes and that these people do wish to have the municipal road
raised to be the fourth wall protection of their dyke. Council
wished to allow these people to have this protection and
discussed many aspects and concerns relating to such requests.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:

#195/97. Resolved that for individuals wishing to construct

dyke protection on Municipal Roads, the following criteria be

our policy relating to this construction work:

1. The road elevation is to be at a minimum of 1997 water level
up to a maximum elevations of 1997 water level plus 2 feet.

2. The road dyke area is to have a minimum 24 foot top or wider
to meet existing roads width.

3. The length gradient for the road is to be 1 foot rise to
100 feet length of road.

4. The area of road under construction shall be compacted with
a sheeps foot, done in layers during the construction work
done to the road.

5. The Municipality shall conduct the regravelling of the road
area under construction and that the owner shall be reimburse
the Municipality for the gravel or stone placed on this area
of road. The owner is responsible for the gravel or stone
product for two summer seasons as is determined by Council
and that for the second year it shall be that above the
Municipal normal gravel amount.

6. The side slopes for the entire road area under construction
shall be according to Natural Resources standards for dyke
construction.

7. Any culvert extensions shall be the responsibility of the
owner.

8. Any ditching work is the owners responsibility to be done
to Municipal specifications.

9. The contractor shall be responsible for safety signage and
road closure during the actual work on the road area, in
consultation with the Municipality.
