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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Wednesday, September 10, 1997 at 9:00 a.m. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Present were Councillors: Ralph Groening, Kerry Eidse, Art
Friesen, Arthur Dueck.

Moved by Art Friesen, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#226/97. Resolved that the agenda for the September 10, 1997
regular meeting be now adopted as it is now amended.

Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Art Friesen:
#227/97. Resolved that the minutes of the August 13, 1997
regular meeting and the August 14, August 20, August 26, 1997
special meetings be now adopted as presented by the
Administrator.

Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#228/97. Resolved that Mr. Ken Potter be now engaged as the
Sperling Landfill Operator effective September 13, 1997 at a
salary or $10.50 per hour.

Carried.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:

#229/97. Whereas Conditional Use No. 4/96 was issued and
approved on November 13, 1996;

And Whereas legal issues have caused a delay in the Conditional
Use Applicant commencing with his hog barn;

And Whereas Section 59(10) of the Municipal Planning Act provides
that Council has the authority to extend Conditional Use Permits;
Therefore Be It Resolved that Conditional Use No. 4/96 be now
provided with a time extension and validity of the permit for

a further 12 month period.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#230/97. Whereas Triple "R" Development Corporation plans to
hold an Entrepreneur Recognition evening on October 22, 1997
at Rosa, Manitoba;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris does now
contribute a $50.00 sponsorship to this event.

Carried.

At 10:00 a.m., Council then held a public hearing for a
conditional use application by Mr. Jake Giesbrecht for a hog
barn. There were no persons present except for Mr. Giesbrecht.
Mr. Giesbrecht then answered some questions from Council on
the proposed operation of hog barn proposal.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Art Friesen:
#231/97. Whereas Mr. Jake Giesbrecht has made application to
construct and operate a 60 sow farrow to weanling hog operation
and a 200 feeder hog livestock feedlot operation in the SE}
of Section 4-4-2 WPM;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris approves this
application subject to the following conditions:
1. That the manure pit storage has a capacity of at least 8
months and that no spreading be done between November 1st
untilafter spring run-off and incorporated with 24 hours.
2. That a cold storage unit be provided for dead animals of
this operation.

Carried.
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Public Mr. Don Harder, Public Works Foreman, then met with Council
Works to discuss matters pertaining to our Public Works operations.
Foreman To date, there has been 268 miles of ditch work cleanout done,

with almost all of it relating to flood and the silt left in
the ditches. There are approximately 24 hoes working in this
Municipality.

Council had a general discussion of dykes along drainage ditches
and the positives and negatives of having such dykes in place.
Our 1 ton truck has engine problems and is in need of a new
engine. Discussion related to whether this should be on warranty
or not and what may have been the events that caused the engine
to go.

The public works is still in need of a general laborer and also
a mower operator.

Delegation Council then met with Mr. Dave Petursson of Centra Gas to discuss
D.Peturssor} the gas pipeline which goes from PTH 23 to Rosenort. There
Centra Gas is a serious gquestion as to the depth of the line and abilities
of the Municipality to conduct normal drainage work across and
over this line. Mr. Petursson indicated that in the first few
miles, the depth is 32 to 42 inches and that their minimum cover
is 24 inches from the top of the pipe.

Council indicated that in some locations there is 28 inches
cover on the pipe and that the Municipality needs to do drainage
work along Riverside Road and is having difficulty getting
permission to dig because of the lack of depth of the line.

Mr. Petursson stated because the tracer wire could be on the
top, side or bottom of the pipe, the surface depth checks may
be inaccurate and that the line needs to be physically probed
to determine its exact depth.

There is to be no excavating by machine within 12 inches of

the line. He would put together procedures in writing and provide
this information to the Municipality on excavating over gas
lines.

Mr. Petursson indicated that where the gas line does not meet
the depth requirement of 36 inches, they would lower the line

at their expense.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:00 noon and reconvened
at approximately 1:00 p.m.

W.Sawatzky #232/97. Wwhereas Walter Sawatzky and Eunice Sawatzky have made
SW 31-4-1wW application for a subdivision in the SW} of Section 31-4-1WPM
under Planning File No. 4152-97-3894;

And Whereas is proposed subdivision is for an 18.95 acre parcel
to be created;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris does now
approve this application subject to the following conditions:

2. That a letter of understanding involving farming practices
be registered against this lot being created.

3. Any accesses required to the residual parcel shall be at
the expense of the owner.

area to provide the needed services for these dyking projects.
