There are engine repairs needed to the one ton truck and there
is a question of warranty. However, it is currently being
provided whether warranty will be provided.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:30 p.m. and reconvened
at approximately 1:25 p.m.

Mr. Ray St. Godard, of the Lowe Farm Fire Department, then met
with Council. He discussed with Council matters relating to

the financial situation of the department. Having a total budget
of $16,000.00 including reserve allocation and having spent
$9,000.00 to date, it left very little to operate with. There
are always problems with the second truck and repairs are needed
as well as an annual safety check. His department needs new
suits for the firemen, costing approximately $1 ,100.00 plus
taxes for each suit or $15,000.00 in total.

Tt is estimated that $30,000.00 would be needed to replace the
second truck. He is not supportive of specific areas being
responsible for paying for the needs of a particular fire
department. He questioned how the department is to operate with
this degree of funding and he needs to maintain the safety
aspects of the firemen. The fire hall needs to be painted inside.
Council indicated that a degree of understanding to the situation
and that perhaps the budget figure would be manageable if the
suits and second truck were not issues. Starting the budget
system with this type of need was possibly a detrimental
situation which will have to be looked into further to allow
these concerns to be addressed. Council informed Mr. St. Godard
that we would be reviewing the reserve funds and the budget
allocations subject to the immediate needs of the department
with the desire that a resolve can be achieved to this situation.
